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Israel and Romania have maintained
continuous diplomatic ties since
1948, Romania is the only country
in the Eastern European bloc that
did not sever its diplomatic ties with
Israel following the Six Day War. To
this day, Israel and Romania
maintain reciprocal ties in the realms
of trade, economics, culiure, science
and academia.

Jews have lived in Romania since
Roman times, but they were not fully
emancipated until after WWI. Many
of the first pioneers to Eretz |srael
came from Romania.

Romania is also the birthplace of
the Yiddish Theatre. This joint issue
marks the beginning of the Yiddish
Theatre in lasi, Romania and the
achievements of its founder,
Abraham Goldfaden.
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Intre lIsrael si Romania exista relatii
diplomatice inca din anul 1948, Romania
fiind singura tara din Europa de Est care
nu a intrerupt relatile cu lsraelul dupa
razboiul de 6 zile (din iunie 1967).

Relatiile bilaterale dintre Romania si Isragl
cuprind domenii variate, printre care
mentionam domeniul economic, comercial,
academic, cultural si stiintific.

Primii evrei de pe teritoriul actual al
Romaniei au venit impreuna cu trupele
romane. In decursul secolelor, comunitatea
evreiasca s-a dezvoltat, iar dupa primul
razboi mondial a primit toate drepturile
civile,

Multi dintre primii “pionieri” care au ajuns in
Israel si au contribuit 'a constructia tarii
erau de origine romana.

Demn de mentionat este faptul ca
Romania este si locul de nastere al
teatrului Idis.

De aceea. timbrul aniversar pe care il
lansém in comun reprezintd inceputul
teatrului evreiesc la lasi, si activitalea
fondatorului acestuia, Avraham Goldfaden.
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
