ccnsciousness spread all over the world — numerous obstacles
were overcome and the First Maccabiah was held in 1932
in an atmosphere of joy and elation.

The Second Maccabiah which took place in 1935, was followed
by the disturbances in Palestine and the World War which led
tc a break of fifteen years in the series, During those years
a cruel fate engulfed World Jewry and with i, the Maccabi
movement, when six millien Jews were slaughtered in Europe
and the Maccabi movement wiped out,

The Third Maccabiah, which took place in 1950 in the reborn
State of Israel, differed from its predecessors in one important
aspect — clubs that had participated in the First and Second
Maccabiahs were no longer represented, while their place was
taken by new clubs which had since come into existence. )
The Fourth Maccabiash was held in 1953, in which year the
decision was taken to haold the Games every four years. Ac-
cordingly the Games were held in 1957, 1961, 1965 and 1969
and today Israel is engaged in preparing yet another Maccabiah
— the 9th Maccabiah Games.



THE MACCABIAH

This will be the ninth tirne that Jewish sportsmen from all over
the world will gather for the Maccabiah Games, generally
known as the “all-lewish Olympic Games”. The tragedy of
Munich, where eleven Jewish sporfsmen were massacred, only
served to emphasize the unique situation of the Jewish sports-
man in the world community of sport. Those eleven |srael
sportsmen represented a “Kibbutz Galuyot” — they came from
Russia, fram America, from Reumania and from countries of
the Middie East, while some were native-born |sraelis. The
theme of “Kibbutz Galuyet” will again be stressed as Jewish
sportsmen from all over the world will gather once again in
Israel to demonstrate to the whole world that we are indeed
one nation.

The beginnings of the Maccabi movement date back to the
end of the 19th century — that period of national revival and
the birth of the Zionist movement. The call of the national
leader, Dr. Max Nordau, for a “Muscle Jewry” greatly influenced
the movement and inspired Jewish youth to organize to "be-
come strong in both body and spirit and to regain its national
self-respect”.

The World Maccabi Organization was created during the 8th
Zionist Congress in Carlsbad through the amalgamation of the
various clubs already functioning in various countries. The
name “Maccabi” was chosen for the organization as a symbol
of the Jewish people’s proud past and the heroism of the Mac-
cabees of old. Rallying around the name “Maccabi” was equi-
valent to declaring a plan of action — setting forth an aim and
a challenge.

From the very beginnings of the movement, its leaders dreamed
of arranging a world gathering of its members in Eretz Yisrael
and in 1929, it was decided to organize the first Maccabiah
in the land of Israel. A special organizing committee for the
First Maccabiah was nominated by the World Federation and
members volunteered their services in support of the project.
Sports sites were improvized and funds mobilized, Maccabi
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
