The stamp shows a present day aerial
photograph of the Knesset (Israel Parliament),
government buildings and the Supreme Court
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taken by Duby Tal, Moni Haramati - Albatross,

On the corner of the stamp: the Menorah, the
emblem of the State of Israel.

In the background: an excerpt from the
Declaration of Independence; and a section of

Michaelangelo's David, 1504.

The souvenir sheet |s fssued in honor of the
European stamp exhibifion "Jerusalem 3000 fo be
held at the Binyaney Ha'uma Convention Center in
Jerusalem. The exhibition is part of the 3000 Years
Jerusalem - The City of David celebrations.
Participanfs from Isroel and four European countries
are taking part in the exhibifion: Bulgaria, Germany,
Luxembourg and France.

The Exhibifion is patronized by the Federation of
European Philatelic Association, the FEPA, and is
organized by the Jerusalem Philotellc Society and
the lsrgel Philafelic Federation, and sponsored by
Philatelic Service of the Israel Postal Authority.

The Exhibition will include the following classes: the
Holy Lland and Judaica Class, General Class, the
Youth Class, the Liferary Class.

Commercial sfamp merchants from both lsrael and
abrood will set up booths, and there will be special
octivifies for youngsters.
