HORA, PUNTE CULTURALA
INTRE ROMANIA SI ISRAEL

Romfilatelia va introduce in circulatie miercuri,
17 aprilie ae. o emisiune comund realizati impreund
cu Statul Israel avind un subiect inedit: Hora, punte culturald
intre Romania si Israel. Este vorba de un dans traditional
existent de secole pe paménturile locuite majoritar de romani.

Statul Israel si-a proclamat independenta in luna mai a
anului 1948, Roménia s-a aflat printre primele fari care au
recunoscut Statul Israel iar relatiile diplomatice s-au stabilit,
oficial, in luna iunie a aceluiasi an. in afara domeniului politic,
la baza relatiilor roméno-israeliene stau legituri culturale 51
istorice. Imnul national al Statului Israel, Hatikva (Speranta),
are recognoscibile , influente™ romanesti. Cuvintele imnului
au inceput si se cristalizeze la lasi, incd din anii 1876-1878,
cind Naphtali Herz Imber a inceput si compuna versurile.

Relatia speciald dintre Romania si Isragl trece dincolo
de ratiunile de stat, fiind o relatie bazata pe traditie si pe un
profund sentiment de prietenie si respect reciproc.

Societatea israeliand este una diversd, cu radicini
multiculturale. Intr-o reuniune de graiuri si culturi se
remarcd pregnant influenta imigrantilor de origine romani.
Comunitatea de evrei originari din Romdnia numard peste

400.000 de persoane care reprezinta, practic, o punte trainici
intre Romdnia si Israel. Firesc este ¢i aceasti comunitate
a dus odatd cu ea si o manifestare tradifionald a celui mai
cunoscut dans roménesc: Hora. .

Hora nu este un simplu dans. Ea este inspiratd dintr-un
simbolism cosmic, prin forma circulard de desfisurare, prin
dispunerea dansatorilor, prin migcarea ritmicd i prin rolul ei
de solidarizare care defineste o lume aparte.

Hora confirmd, perpetuu, actul emotionant de comunicare
ca mijloc wvizibil de activitate si solidaritate sociald, iar
distributia dansatorilor in cerc inchis exprima un ritual de
consolidare, o regsire a colectivititii. Hora se intrevede, la
randul ei, si ca un simbol magic de protectie (cetitile aveau
ziduri de apdrare circulare). De mentionat ¢ii hora este un cerc
inchis in care sunt primiti numai oameni curati sufleteste,
animati de aceleasi ginduri bune si dispusi si actioneze
impreund, fira intentia de dezertare. Al intrat in hordi, trebuie
si joei!™ spune o veche zicald roméneasca.

in anul 1859, Hora Unirii, a carei muzici era insotitd de
versurile poetului Vasile Alecsandri, a constituit un factor
determinant de mobilizare a muntenilor si moldovenilor,
indemnati sé ,.invérta Hora fratiei / Pe pimantul Roméniei” si
sa infaptuiasca un vis de veacuri. acela de a trii intr-o singuri
tard.

Cele doud mirci postale ale emisiunii  comune
Rominia-lsrael se dorese a fi un simbol al energiei dansului,
al reunjunii umane, in care inexistenta costumelor nationale,
sugereazd diversitatea etnicd sau confesionali a dansatorilor,
iar cromatica vesmintelor sugerate grafic, scoate in evidenta
culorile apartinand drapelelor celor doud tari.

HORA, CULTURAL BRIDGE
BETWEEN ROMANIA AND
ISRAEL

Romfilatelia will introduce into circulation on
Wednesday, April 17" this year, a joint issue developed
together with the State of Israel. having a ground-breaking
topic: Hora, Cultural Bridge between Romania and
Israel 1t is a traditional dance that has existed for
centuries on lands mostly inhabited by Romanians.

The State of Israel proclaimed its independence
in May 1948. Romania was among the first countries
to recognize the State of Israel and diplomatic
relations were officially established in June of the same
year. Qutside of the political field, Romanian-Israeli
relations are based on cultural and historical ties.
The national anthem of the State of Israel, Hatikva
(Hope), has recognizable Romanian “influences”.
The words of the anthem began to crystallize in lasi,
as early as 1876-1878, when Naphtali Herz Imber
began to compose the verses.

The special relationship between Romania and Israel
zoes beyond state reasons, being a relationship based
on fradition and a deep feeling of friendship and
mutual respect.

The Israeli society is a diverse one, with multicultural
roots. In an encounter of languages and cultures, the
influence of immigrants of Romanian origin stands oul.
The original Jewish community in Romania counts over

400,000 people who, practically, represents a permanent
bridge between Romania and Israel. Tt is natural that this
community brought with it a traditional manifestation
of the most famous Romanian dance: the Round Dance:
Hara.

Hora is not a simple dance. It is inspired by a cosmic
symbolism, by the circular form of unfolding, by the
arrangement of the dancers, by the rhythmic movement
and by its role of solidarity that defines a world apart.

Hora confirms, perpetually, the emotional act of
communication as a visible means of activity and social
solidarity, and the distribution of dancers in a closed
circle expresses a ritual of consolidation, a rediscovery
of collectivity. Hora can also be seen as a magical symbol
of protection (fortresses had circular defensive walls).
It should be noted that the hora is a closed circle in which
only people who are pure in spirit, animated by the same
good thoughts and willing to act together, without the
intention of desertion. are welcomed. “You got into the
choir, you have to play!” says an old Romanian proverb.

In 1859, Hora of the Union (Hora Unirii), whose
music was accompanied by the verses of the poet
Vasile Alecsandri, was a determining factor in mobilizing
the Wallachian and Moldavians, urged to “spin the
Hora of Brotherhood / On the land of Romania” and
fulfil a dream of the ages, that of living in one country.

The two postage stamps of the joint Romania-lsrael
issue are meant to be a symbol of the energy of dance,
of human reunion, in which the absence of national
costumes suggests the ethnic or confessional diversity
of the dancers. and the chromaticity of the clothing
suggested graphically highlights the colours belonging
to the flags the two countries.
