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Rabbi Meir Mazuz, 1945-2025

Rabbi Meir Mazuz, Head of the “Kisei
Rachamim” Yeshiva, was one of the great
Torah figures of his generation and a central
transmitter of the Sephardic analytical method
of Talmud study.

He was born in Tunis on 13 Nisan 5705 (1945)
to his father, Rabbi Masliah Mazuz, a leading
rabbinic authority of Tunisian Jewry and the
founder of “Kisei Rachamim” Yeshiva in
Tunis.

At age 17, he began teaching at the Chabad
Yeshiva "Ohel Yosef Yitzchak” in Tunis. After
his father was assassinated by a Muslim
extremist in 1971, he and his brothers
immigrated to Israel. In that same year, they
established “Kisei Rachamim” Yeshiva in
Bnei Brak.

The pinnacle of his educational work was the
dissemination of the Sephardic analytical
approach to Talmud study, on which he
authored his renowned book Darkei Ha'lyyun.

For sixty-three years, he taught thousands of
students with perseverance and self-sacrifice.
He was a man of truth who despised any hint
of falsehood or flattery. A master of deep
analysis, for whom no area of Torah was
beyond reach. He was a master of profound
analysis, for whom no area of Torah lay
beyond his grasp.
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A man of steadfast faith, who spread “dew of
renewal” upon the people dwelling in Zion,
stood in the breach against those who sought
to harm the vineyard of the House of Israel,
uplifted the low in spirit, and fought with
self-sacrifice for the wholeness of Eretz Israel.
His brilliance was of historic proportion, and
with his passing, an era has come to a close.

Throughout his life, he authored thirty-five
books covering all areas of Torah and left
behind many additional manuscripts.

Rabbi Mazuz passed away at the age of
eighty (eight days after his birthday), on
Shabbat, the seventh day of Passover 5785
(2025).
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
