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Palestine Exchange Office.

Under the management of the P.P.E.C.

The Palestine Philatelic Exchange Club wishing
to give his members the possibility, as easy
and as possible, to complete their collections,
orgunisetf a certain branch under the name of
«Exchange Office».

The necessity for organizing such a branch
was due to:

1. Collectors gelting in fouch with their colleagues
by correspondence, most of the time, are very
much dissapointed, as they are not able to
get stamps necessary for them.

2. Most of the collectors do not possess the
duplicates of varieties and expensive stamps.
These stamps are in the hands of local small
dealers. It is very difficult to get them Ffrom
the laters. The only way is paying large sums
of money, ar to catch the stamps by different
combinations, which are not very profitable
for the individual collectors.

3. The majority of the collectors, in order fo
answer on received - stamps, send whatever
they have at this moment, but do not make
any effort to get what was asked.

All this, taken together, forced us to organize
this «Exchange Office» which, we hope, will make
the exchange much easier. This office will give
the following opportunities and possibilifies.

1. Through the «Exchange Office» the collector

is able to get almost every stamp necessary.

2. The «Exchange Office» is connected not only
with the members, but with dealers also, and
this gives our members the possibilities, for
a certain amount of money, to get the neces-
sary stamps.

3. The ¢Exchange Office» is always ready to
serve the members on different philatelic
matters. Also with free experts for Orient
stamps. .

4. The «Exchange Office» is serving, as a third
party, between the members by exchange
of expensive stamps and varieties.

5. Every member is able to lead his duplicates
for exchange whith the help of the «Approval
books». In order to do that, he must put his
stamps in certain books, priced according the
catalogue (according fo Yvert) and send those
books to the management.

Civil Administration. — On the introduction of
the British Mandate for Palestine these stamps
were adapted for use under the Civil Admini-
stration by overprinting them with «PALESTINE», in
English, Arabic and Hebrew at the Orthodox
Patriarchate Press, Jerusalem. The overprint mea-
sures 8 mm. Perforation 15x14 in all values.
The 2 milliemes, 3 milliémes, 5 milliémes was also
perforated 14. The latter perforation was done
at Somerset House, owing to the breakdown of
the 14 x 15 machine. The chief overprint error is
3 m. overprint inverted (only one sheet known)
was perforated 14 x 15.

During the first three weeks of September
most of the local letters in Jerusalem, Haifa and
Jaffa were franked by a circular handstamp with
the town and value inscribed.

In December 1920, a new overprint block was
made. The Arabic overprint measuring 10 mm.
and the English and Arabic letters being more
clearly printed.

After nine years, the stamps originally intro-
duced for the use of the Occupied Enemy Terri-
tory were superseded by the national issue. The
plates were made from designs by J. Benor-
Kalter, and the stamps printed by Messrs. Harri-
son & Sons, Lid., London.

These are fourteen in number, the 3 m. and
13 m. being issued on 1 June, and the remainder
on 1 August 1927. Three are in on impressionist
design showing Rachels Tomb — 2 m. greenish-
blue, 3 m. yellow-green, 10 m. grey. Four—the
facade of the Dome of the Rock — 4 m. pink, 6 m.
green, 8 m. brown, 13 m. ultramarine. Three have
a vignette of the Citadel of Jerusalem — 5m.

Palestine Postage Stamps.

Before the War Palestine had no separate
Postal Organization, the stamps in use being those
of the Turkish Empire. Although Turkey had
joined the Postal Union, its postal facilities were
mainly used Ffor inland service. In the larger
cities — Jerusalem, Jaffa and Haifa — the public
had the option of using the posts and stamps of
the various offices of the Great Powers in the
Levant: Austria, France, Germany, ltaly & Russia.
Elsewhere in the Levant Great Britain had an
independent postal service, but in Palestine ifs
postal affairs were entrusted to the Austrian Post
Office, the doyen of the Foreign Post Offices.

At an early date of the Military Occupation
of Southern Palestine, permission was granted to
the civilian population to transmit postal matters
through the Army Postal Office. A special series
of stamps was designed and printed in Cairo by
the Typographical Department of the Survey of
Eaypt. The stamps were surface printed in sheets
of 120 on British stamps paper, watermarked with
the Crown and Royal Cipher in horizontal rows.
The design consists of an upright rectangle of
solid colour in the centre of which are the words

"Postage Paid” enclosed in two whife tablets above
and below an arabic inscription of the same
meaning. The initials E.E.F. (Egyptian Expeditio-
nary Force) were placed across the head and
foot of the stamp and the value in English and
Arabic on their side. As no perfotating machine
was available a roulefting apparatus was d.
The stamps were affixed by the Postal A‘o-
rities.

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Palestine and Trans-Jordan varieties.
{from an article by Major J. DARLOW in «Gibbon's Stamps Monthly»)

Up to-date the Palestine and Trans-Jordan
Stamps have not received a full investigation and
we welcome the good illustrated article published
by Mr. Darlow the greatest expert for Palestine
and Trans- Jordan Stamps, in the «Gibbon's
Stamps monthly».
