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NEW STAMPS IN 1958 - PROGRAM OF ISSUE

@ We have learned from reliable sources that
the following mnew stamps will be issued
during 1958,

® The Maccabi Stamp commemorating the
25th year of the Maccabi in Israel will appear
at the end of January 1958. The stamp will be
valued at 500 Pruta and designed by Mr. A.
Games, a Jewish designer from London.

@ About a week later a series “Jewish Shiip-
ping” consisting of our stamps will appear, va-
lued at 10, 20, 30 and 1000 Pruta, designed by
Mrs Karoly of Haifa,

@ Naturally there will be a stamp in ho-
nour of Independance Day as in previous years,
designed by Mr. O. Wallish, who designed most
of Israel stamps. The denomination will pro-
bably be not more than 500 Pruta and the
design will symbolize the Tenth Anniversary
Year of the state.

@ There will also be a new series of landscape
stamps (consisting of 97) desizned by the cari-
caturist Friedel Stern of Tel-Aviv. This series
will probably substitute the regular Airmail 1T
series, the sale of which has been suspended
some time ago.

@ Furthermore there will be a commemorati-
ve stamp for the millionth new immigrant who
is supposed to arrive in this country in the
course of the Tenth Anniversaryv Year. We
lparned this from Mr. M. Cohen the Manager
of the Philatelic Services.)

@ Another series of 3 - 4 stamps by Mr, Wal-
lish, selected this year by tender, will most

probably appear as Festival Stamp 1958, For

the first time in three years the Festival Stamps
will not be designed by Mrs. Mirjam Karoly.

..In philatelic circles it is believed that a -

national stamp exhibition will be held within
the framework of the Tenth Anniversary Exdi-

bition. In such a case, the Israel Post Office |
will no doubt honour the occasion hy issuing a

commemorative stamp (or series of stamps) as
it had done at the other stamp exhibitions
such as Tabil, Taba and Tabim, held . at the
“timg .in Tel- Aviv, Haifa and Jerusalem.

® The above is the program of the Post Of-
fice for the Tenth Anniversary Year (1958) and
there exists the possibility that another stamp
(or series} may be added in order to commemo-
rate an unforseen event. However we do not
expect any radical changes in the program as
outlingd above. ;

MACCABI STAMP AT THE END
OF JANUARY 1958

The issue of the Mae-.
pabi Stamp has been
postponed to the end 'of
January 1958 (instead
of the end of December
of this years as annons
ced previously). As four
months have already
clapsed since the Fifth
Maecabia this stamp
will be dedicated to
the 25th anniversary of
the Maccabi in Israel.

The stamp has bheen designed by Mr. A.
Games of England and printed by offset pro-
cess hy the Government Printer, Hakiria Tel-
Aviv. The stamp wil appear in sheets of 20 on
paper without watermarks, in olive and red
(wine) colours. Perforation 14 x 13.

post office in the world

Foreign Post Offices can compete with us
in the beauty of their stamps, n the quality of
print or in interesting themes, but lsrael can
hoast of a postal curio which is nowhere to be
found, namely : the Post Office at Sedom,
which is located in the lowest part of the world
— 392 m. under sea level

Already under the Mandatory rule, there
existed a post office branch in Kalia, north of
the Dead Sea, which mainly served the Potash
Company’s employees. This office operated until
the 24th of December 1947, when Arab raiders
started their attack on the Tsrael Potash Co.
After that, the northern workshops were aban-

doned, and the southern undertakings at Sedom
were cut off during the entire period of the
War of Liberation. A post office branch was
opened at Sedom on the 14th February 1956.
The cancellation mark which was in use until
30.10.57, appeared on the same day, bearing
the inseription SEDOM — “392 m. under sea
level”, in Hebrew and English.

Sedom had been commemorated hy a spe-
cial cancellation mark three years earlier, na-
mely on the 26th of March, 1953, in honour of
the opening of the Beer-Sheva — Sedom high-
way.

The Postal authorities have now decided
to put more emphasis on this important feature,
and the old cancellation mark was substituted
by new one (see picture No. 3), bearing the
inscription  “SEDOM — the lowest place on
carth” (in Hebrew as well as in French),
instead of the old inseription: “Sedom — 392 m.
under sea level”. The word Sedom appears also
in Arabic letters.

The decision to pay tribute
to Jewish shipping by a series
of stamps was adopted two
years ago. However, for various
reasons, the issue of these

stamps  has been  postponed
from time to time, and final-
ly the date has been set for
the latter half of January
1958. :
The aim of the Postal Au-
thorities was to perpetuate the
development of Jewish shipping
since ancient days up to the
present, and the new  series
consists of the four following
stamps; one stamp depicts an
ancient vessel from Beth Shaa-
raim, the second symbolizes
the period of illegal immigra-
tion prior to the establish-
ment of the state, the third
stamp in dedicated to our mer-
chant fleet and depicts an Is-
rael merchant liner and the
fourt stamp depicts a passenger
Juxury liner of the Israel fleet.
If we wish to enquire into
the reasons which prompted
the Postal Authorities to delay
' the issue of the above men-
toned stamps, we will discover
that the main cause was the
Sinai Campaign, which gave
rise to the issue of the De-
fence Series. Another reason,
was the great demand for Is-
rael stamps ‘at home
. abroad in consequence of the
Sinai Campaign, which made

FOR SHIPPING SERIES
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‘Thematic Philately in Israel and elswhere

by G. WEISSELBERG

In the course of a few years only, a new
branch of philatelic collections namely according
to themes, has been developed, due to the fact
that every hobby has a tendency to specialize
and expand.

It can be stated with certainity, that up
to the end of the last century, there existed
only a small number of collectors the world
over, who collected stamps from all countries
of the world.

With the development of philately at the
beginning of this century, stamps were collected
according to continents (Europe, America etc.)
At the end of World War I, the feelings of
patriotism influenced this hobby called philate-
ly, and the collzectors were first and foremost
interested in the stamps of their own countries.

THE BEGINNING OF THEMATIC

COLLECTING

Around 1930 collectors again sought the
aesthettic side in stamps and chose those stamps
which interested and suited them most. This
was the beginning of thematic philately which
expanded, and finally a world organisation of
thematic collectors called “FIPHCO” had been
established. A branch office of this organisation
exists in [srael.

Among the first countries that considered it
necessary to emphasize the artistic value of their
stamps, were Spain where the beautiful Maya
Stamp by the painter Goya had been issued and
Belgium with its Rubens Stamps. On Israel
Stamps attention is given both to the artistic
side as well as the choice of the theme. It goes
without saying that most of Israel Stamps are
dedicated to the theme *Judaica”. This theme
had lately spread all over the world and is
especially popular among Jewish collectors. The
Judaica theme comprises of many possibilities,
starting with the special cancellations in ho
nour of the Zionist Congresses and ending
with the portraits of famous Jewish people
which appeared on the stamps of many
countries. It is noteworthy that Germany, where
Jews suffered more then in any other country of
the world, found it necessary to dedicate many

stamps to Jewish personalities of German eciti-
zenship, such as Walter Rathenau, Bertha Pap-
penheim, Rudolf Herz, Heinrich Heine, Fritz
Haber, Max Reinhard and Rabbi Dr, Leo
Baeck. However, Germany is not the only coun-
try which honoured its Jewish citizens on
stamps. Portraits of Jews may be found on the
stamps of Hungary, Bulgaria, Brazil, Russia,
Rumania ete. Jewish collectors are naturally at-
tracted to Israel stamps or stamps on the Ju-
daica theme, while others are more interested
in general themes, such as, sports, animals,
flowers, airmail, religion and there are even col-
lectors who collect tembstones and graves on
stamps.
THE THEMES OF ISRAEL STAMPS

The Israel Post Office always tries to pro-
vide the collector with stamps on various the-
mes ,such as antiques (coins and mosaics which
were found during excavations), bible, agricultu-
re, sport, flags and religious as well as national
symbols. Landscapes, flowers and plantsof this
country are also used by the Israel Post Office.
For some reason only few portraits appeared on
our stamps. During the ten years of Israels
existence there appeared on Israel Stamps only
the portraits of Dr. Theodor Herzl, the spiri-
tual founder of the state, of the late President
Prof. Haim Weizmann and of Ramban, Roth-
schild and Prof. Einstein.

The only theme missing on our stamps is
that of a world wide Jewish nature, namely the
symbol of the link between the State of Israel
and Jewry in the Diaspoera. It is highly recom-
meded to find a theme whereby expression is
given to the close connection between Israel and
Jews in the Diaspora in the cultural, political
and economical fields.

Eventually this theme could be applied
on a new series of stamps, which should appear
in the course of the next few years and substi-
tute the regular Tribe series in use at present.
This series should symbolize the “Ingathering
of the Exiles” which constitutes the basis of the
building of the ten year old State of Israel.

G. Weisselberg, President of the Association of
Stamp Dealers in Israel, who had worked so
diligently and faithfully, welcoming the visitors
on their arrival and seeing them off after the
exhibition was over.

When the speeches were over, the prizes
and medals were distributed to the applause of
all present. Five additional medals were granted
(not by the jury) to the organisers of the Exhi-
bition, among them Mr. Oko (a Gold Medal),
Mr. S. Schmidt, who served as secretary of Ta-
hil and Mr. Glaser who served as secretary of
the jury. . .
