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The year 1948 was the “Production and Expansion Year” of the electranics
industry in lsrael.

Production, development and sales in lsrael and abroad have reached levels
unforeseeable two years ago.

There is a strong bond between research workers, designers, inventors,
scientific institutions, hospitals and industrial enterprises — and this co-
operation yields & new and extensive harvest of instruments, mainly in the
field of medical electronics.

Today, a wide range of products are produced and exported: home
radio sets, television sets, communications instruments and systems, medical
electronic instruments for laboratories and hospitals, printed circuits, integral
cireuits, military communications instruments, telephones and switchboards,
and electranic computers.

The forecast for production and export over the five coming years is most
encouraging and it is very likely that this important industry will continue
to be one of the basic and key industries in lsrael in the future,
