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THE OTTOMAN POST IN JERUSALEM

by Isidor Simon
Ever since the allied occupation of Pales-
tine in 1917/18, this country had a uniform
postal system, previously administered by
the Government of Palestine and now by the
Ministry of Posts of the Government of
Israel.
The system was altogether different under
Ottoman rule in the Holy Land and the
Levant. Due to the well-known ''Capitula-
tions' there were several postal services
in the Ottoman Empire operated by Euro-
pean Powers. These included the Austrian,
British, French, German, Italian and Russian Postal Authorities,
each running its own postal service and issuing its own postage
stamps.
Due to the population's complete lack of confidence in the ability of
the Turks to maintain any public service, on a satisfactory level,
the letter-writing public of the Holy Land (mostly Jews) preferred
to make use of the foreign postal services, rather than the Ottoman
Post (when it was eventually established). It is a known fact that in
Jerusalem, Jaffa and Haifa the use of Ottoman Postage stamps was
relatively small.
The Ottoman Government came to realize, in due course, that under
such circumstances heavy losses of revenue are incurred by the
Ottoman Treasury.

Attempting to increase its revenue from Postal Services, the Ottoman

Government opened in 1885 a Post Office in the Mea Shearim Jewish
Quarter of Jerusalem and, with a view to gaining the people's con-
fidence, appointed Mr. Eliahu Honig (referred to by the Turks and
the Arabs as "Elias Effendi'), who enjoyed an excellent reputation
among the residents of Jerusalem, as manager of the new Post
Office.

Mr. Honig was highly successful in managing this Post Office and
when Kaiser Wilhelm II of Germany visited Jerusalem in 1898, he
rewarded Mr. Honig with a Gold Medal in recognition of his good
services.

However, this Post Office had to close down as Mr. Honig refused
to work on Saturdays (the Sabbath) and resigned from his position as
manager. Later, the office was reopened with Hebrew post-marks.

still too early to write a definite article on the varied philatelic

items associated with Israel's lightening war. However, after sort-
ing the material that we have so far managed to accumulate, we find
that it falls into. a number of clearly defined classes and in the follow-
ing pages an attempt is made to classify the material in such a man-
ner as to assist the collector of military mail as well as the collector
of philatelic history in the organization of their collections.
