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LAUNCHING POSTAL SERVICES IN THE HOLY-LAND:

owards the middle of the |9th century the Holy-Land (Land of Israel, Palestine), until than
Ta neglected tiny part of the Ottoman empire, began a slow but steady process of opening

up to the world. The great European powers were looking to extend their influence into
the shores of the eastern Mediterranean at the expense of the weakening Ottoman Empire.
Consulates were opened by these powers in the more important towns in order to protect
their interests and the interests of their citizens. Regular shipping lines were established by
Austrian, French and Russian companies and Jaffa & Haifa became regular ports of call of their
steam-ships. Trade began to flourish and tourists and pilgrims came to visit and explore the Land,
To the growing Jewish population communication lines with the Jewish communities in Europe
were vital. By the 1850 efficient postal services became a necessity. The Ottoman post was
absolutely inadequate to cope with these needs. On the other hand, the semi-national shipping
lines provided to the French, Austrian and Russian posts the firm foundation necessary in order
to provide an efficient and reliable postal service.

The French Post

Under the capitulation treaties, France opened the first Post Office in the Holy-Land. Soon
after the establishment of the French shipping line, a French post office was opened in Jaffa in
June 1852. Until 1855 this office used s straight line “cursive” type “Jaffa” hand-stamp, which
was replaced by a double ring “pear!” type circular date-stamp. Postage stamps were probably
introduced on the second half of 1857. These were cancelled by a rhomboid dotted obliterator
containing the Jaffa office number,“3768", in the "Petite chifres” type used until 1862, and"5089"
in the "Gross chifres” type used from 1862 until France joined the UPU.

Mail from Jerusalerm was accepted by the French consulate there and conveyed to the Jaffa post
office to be processed. In order to denote mail originating from Jerusalem, a special hand-stamp
was applied. The earliest hand-stamp to be used was of a double ring type (Aug. 1852 — Jan.
1853), followed by straight line date-stamps, the first with upper case letters (1853 — 1854),
the second with lower case letters. The well known “Jerusalem cross” ornamented double
ring cachet, showing an emblem going back to the crusaders kingdom, was introduced on the
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second half of 1858. Upon arrival in Jaffa, the mail from Jerusalem was hand-stamped by the
|afia postmark and the stamps were cancelled. Thus on early French mail from Jerusalem various
combinations of the postal markings of Jerusalem and Jaffa exist, as well as a variety of frankings
depending on the stamp issues and postal rates (figures 1-7).
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Fig. | — 1852, Earliest postal markings of Jerusalem & Jaffa:

Double circle "Jerusalem, |3th Aug. 852" hand-stamp of the consular office on letter to Lyon,
France. The letter was conveyed to the French Post office in Jaffa and hand-stamped by the Jaffa
“Cursive” straight line postmark. It also bears the rectangular red “Paquebots de la Medirranee”
mark. Endorsed by the sender “Via Smyrna, by French boat leaving Jaffa on Aug, 14"

Earliest of three letters recorded.
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Fig.2 — 1853, Jerusalem & Jaffa straight lines:
Letter written in Hebrew to Sir Moses Montefiore Bart, in London, showing straight-line

"JERUSALEM 3 SEPT. 1853" and cursive “Jaffa”. There are very few letters bearing both straight
line markings.

Fig. 3 — 1858, Straight line “Jerusalem” with adhesive stamps:

Small cover mailed from Jerusalem to France, showing the straight line hand-stamp “Jerusalem 5
Fev. 1858" and Jaffa postmark of the same day. The Empire 20 c. & 80 c. stamps are obliterated by
the numeral “3768" cancellation. Two such letters with the combination of postage stamps and
Jerusalem straight line consular postal marking are known. These two letters show the earliest
recorded usage of postage starnps in the Holy-Land.
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Fig.4 — 1860,"“Jerusalem Cross" on Letter to Paris:

Letter mailed from Jerusalem to Paris bearing the “Jerusalem Cross”, franked by two 5 c. and
40 c. Empire stamps. In Jaffa the stamps were cancelled by the dotted “3768" canceller and the
Jaffa circular date stamp was applied on |3th April 1860". Only two letters are known bearing
the 5 c. stamp. It is believed that the 5 c. stamp was never sold in Jaffa, the stamps on the letter
privately brought by the sender.
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Fig. 5~ 1861,"Jerusalem cross” to Amsterdam:
Entire letter written in Hebrew mailed to Amsterdam via Alexandria showing the “Jerusalem

cross”. The letter is franked by Empire |0c. (3) & 40c. Stamps cancelled "3768" and postmarked
"laffa, Jan. 5, 186 1"

Fig. 6 — 1871, Bordeaux issue stamps on cover to Naples:

Cover franked by block of four & single 40c. Bordeaux stamps, mailed from Jerusalem to Naples,
cancelled "5089" in Jaffa and bearing the “Jerusalem cross” and Jaffa pearl hand-stamp dated
April 27. Stamps of the Bordeaux issue were rarely used in the Levant.
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Fig. 7 — 1871, Bordeaux issue on trans-Atlantic mail:
Double weight cover mailed from Jaffa to Philadelphia, USA, via London, on st July 1871.The
letter is franked by a combination of Empire and Bordeaux issue stamps obliterated by the Jaffa
"5089" lozenge.

The Austrian Post

The development of the Austrian post in the Levant dependent on the Trieste based “Lloyd
Austriaco” shipping company. The Austrians operated two types of postal agencies, sometimes
simultaneously, in the Levant: postal agencies of the "Lloyd Austriaco” and consular postal
agencies. In 1854 "Lloyd Austriaco” postal agencies had been established in Jaffa, Jerusalem and
Haifa, operating for a few years. These agencies were equipped with the Lloyd characteristic oval
ornamented hand-stamps (figures 8-10). Consular post offices were opened in these towns a
few years later. Using the extensive web of ports of call of the Lloyd shipping company and the
proficiency of the Imperial Post, the Austrian post soon gained the reputation of the best available
— speedy, correct, efficient and reliable. However, the Austrian clerks of the |affa, Jerusalem and
Haifa offices had to wait until mid- 1864 before the postage stamps of the Soldi Arms type issue
of 1863/64 became available (figures | |-18).
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Fig. 8 — 1855, The Haifa Lloyd agency:
“Agenzia del Lloyd Austriaco Caifa” oval handstamp on letter sheet dated 23rd June sent to
Athens via Pireus. Athens arrival on reverse dated |st July 1855.

"Agenzia del Lloyd Austriaco laffa” on letter sheet dated | Ith Nov. 1855, mailed from Jaffa
to Marsseilles.

The Russian Post

The consequences of the Crimean War caused major changes in the policy of Russia in the Near
East, its efforts diverted to peaceful means of gaining political influence and profits. The Russian
Company for Steam Shipping and Trade ("ROPIT") was founded in 1856 with support of the
Russian court. By the late 1850's its agencies were opened in the eastern Mediterranean coasts.
From inception, these agencies and the ships of the company were engaged in forwarding of
mail. Later on these agencies were turned into official branches of the Imperial Administration.
The "ROPIT" Company issued its own stamps in [865 and from 1868 used the Russian Levant
stamps for franking of mail.

"ROPIT" agencies were opened in Acre, Jaffa and Haifa in the closing year of the 1850's. Mail
from this decade is recorded only from the short lived Haifa office. This office used an oblong
rectangular hand-stamp (fig.19). The Jaffa office used in the 1860's and 1870's a number of
nand-stamps — a rectangular "jaffa PP" a Russian standard doted type with the No. "784"
and two drcular date-stamps, one inscribed "faffa’, the other "Port Jaffa" (figures 20-23).
The Russian Levant offices had to close down temporarily with the outbreak of the Russo-
Turkish warin 1877,

The Ottoman Post

The Ottoman post had created in 1840 a postal service operated by dispatch-riders. The route
Beirut — Acre — Haifa — Jaffa — Jerusalem received a weekly service after 1852, Items from
Palestine handed in at the relay-stations were conveyed to Beirut and processed there. With
the growing mail volume and due to the fierce competition of the foreign post offices, these relay
stations were gradually promoted to post offices, receiving stamps and their own postmarks
only around 1868, Thus the first issue of stamps of Turkey, the issue of 1863, had never been
put to use in Palestine. The few letters originating from Palestine bearing stamps of this issue
had the stamps affixed and cancelled upon arrival in Beirut. The first postmarks used were of
the double box type, having the name of the town in Arabic script. Covers are known only from
the four offices illustrated: Acre, Jaffa, Jerusalem and Nablus (figures 25-28).The following type of
postmarks to be used were the negative seals (fig, 29)
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Fig. 24 — 1864, Haifa early Ottoman Mail.

Letter from Haifa to Beirut. The | Piastre postage due stamp was applied and cancelled in Beirut
by the "Battal” cancellation. During the early philatelic period, before Ottoman post offices were
established in Palestine, mail was collected at the relay stations of the dispatch riders along the
postal route Beirut-Jerusalern and processed in Beirut.

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1948 A FATEFULYEAR —THE TALE OF THE SIEGE
OF JERUSALEM

Y.RIMON

1948 was one of the most fateful years in the long history of the Jewish people. During the
struggle for independence and later during the War of Independence many Jewish towns
and settlements came under complete land siege and it took tremendous effort, resolve and
improvisation to maintain postal connections with them.

To this end various means of transportation were used: from couriers, bicycles and cars to boats
and airplanes. As a result some of the most fascinating and intricate chapters in the Postal History
of Israel were created.

One of the most interesting and important chapters, i.e. that of the siege of Jerusalem will be
highlighted in this article.

THE JERUSALEM LOCAL POST

The last supply convoy reached Jerusalem on April 20, 1948 and from then until the beginning of
June when the makeshift road called "Burma Road" was opened, the Jewish sector of Jerusalem
was under complete land siege. The only connection with the outside world was by light Oster
airplanes (nicknamed "Primus" because of the noise they made) which landed in a small makeshift
airstrip in a valley on the outskirts of Jerusalem.

The British closed the H.PO. of Jerusalem on April 26 1948 and until the local post started
operating on May 9, 1948 there were no postal services in Jewish Jerusalem. While in the rest
of the country the Minhelet Ha'am Post was operating since May 2, because of the siege, the
preparations for the establishment of a local post took much longer: The first problem to be
tackled was the lack of stamps. As in Minhelet Ha'am Post the first batch of the Jerusalem local
stamps was created by using the stock of | N.F. "Partition Map" labels existing in Jerusalem.

Fig.|a shows an early original artist drawing of part of the frame. In the final version the Magen
David was moved upward and the date n"wnn 700 v 30 November 1947 (a day after the
partition decision was adopted) was added. Fig.|b shows the final printers master of two labels
from which the printing plate for the labels was prepared these labels were overprinted with the
word " ("Post") in the upper part and the nominal value in the lower part with a distance of
24 mm between them, This "Jerusalem I" issue consisted of three nominal values 5 Mils (brown
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on yellowish paper), 10 Mils (blue on bluish paper) and 25 Mils (brown on white paper) and the
sheets were of 10 stamps each.

However, the first issue was depleted already on the first day it was put on sale, the 9th of May.
A second issue "jerusalem I was printed in Jerusalem with the same stamps design in sheets of
20 stamps but the overprint differed from that of the first issue in that the word "w ("Post”)
was right above the nominal value in the lower part of the stamp. The "Jerusalem II issue
consisted of the same nominal value and appeared on May 10, 1948,

Both those issues are demonstrated by the letter in Fig. 2: A registered letter mailed in the
branch of Mea Shearim in Jerusalem by the Japhet Bank on May |3.Addressed to Haifa it arrived
there on June 23 by the second convoy (will be discussed later).

The registered letter rate of 25 Mils was paid by mixed franking of 5 mils Jerusalem | issue and

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Towards the forth week of May the stock of 5 Mils stamps, which were mainly used for Printed
Matter mail, was almost depleted , therefore, a third issue of this denomination only, had to be
printed and was put on sale on May 24, |948.

The stamps of the "Jerusalem III" issue were printed by the same printing plate used for the
"Jerusalem II" issue.The overprint is also very similar with one distinct difference. In the "jerusalem
II"issue the "neck” of the numeral 5 is upright whereas in the "jerusalem IlI" issue it is slanted to
the right. Fig.3 shows the use of "Jerusalem IlI" stamps. A courier cover franked by a pair of 5 Mils
"lerusalem III" stamps which was mailed by the courier in Tel-Aviv on June 28, 1948,

The "Jerusalem III" stamps were accepted and cancelled in Tel-Aviv, but they were unaccepted in
the destination Nahalal. Therefore, the letter was taxed 20 Mils by manuscript and paid by 2 X
|0 Pruta |3 Doar Ivri tax stamps on June 30, 1948,

Mandate Stamps were not sold at the counters in Jerusalem during the siege. However, whoever
possessed Mandate stamps could use them, as in the rest of the country, until May |4, 1948 and
they were accepted by the postal authorities. In Fig 4 we can see such use on a cover sent by the
Ottoman Bank headquarters in Jerusalem to its branch in Tel-Aviv on May 12.The 10 Mils inland
letter rate was paid by mixed franking of 2 and 3 Mils Mandate stamps and 5 Mils "jerusalem II"
stamps, all cancelled by Jerusalem Minhelet Ha'am postmarks,

The last but not least type of stamps which were used in Jerusalem during the interim period is
the Doar Ivri stamps.
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Because of the siege, the Doar Ivri stamps reached Jerusalem only on June 8 with the first
convoy that arrived after the first cease-fire and were put on sale to the public on June 20.These
stamps were used exclusively or in mixed franking with Jerusalem stamps which were valid until
much later.

SIEGE MAIL

Let us deal now with the postal connections of the besieged city with the outside world during
the siege. This mall is defined as Siege mail and can be classified into five categories:

. Official outgoing Air-Mail flown by the Army.

|
2. Flown incoming mail.

3. Forwarding Agents Mail.
4. Courier Mail.

5. Convoys Mail.

The small light airplanes that flew in and out of Jerusalem had a very small payload which was
allotted completely to essential cargo as ammunition, medicines and personnel. So, very little
room was left for mail especially in the direction to Jerusalem. Therefore, incoming letters to
Jerusalem are much rarer than the outgoing ones. A system of priorities had to be set as to which
mail will be flown and in what order: The highest priority was given to the Army mail, next in line
was the mail of the Jewish Agency which was the provisional government authority in Jerusalem
during the siege. The last priority was given to the privileged civilian mail which was approved by

some high military authority, to be flown to Tel-Aviv.
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|. Official outgoing Air-Mail flown by the Army

The first such cover in fig. 8 originated from the Jewish Quarter in the Old City of Jerusalem.The
Jewish quarter was encircled by Arab posts and for all practical purposes was under siege and cut
off from the western part of the town, from the end of Nov. 1947 (after the partition decision)
until it's surrender on May 28 1948.The only life line to the outer world were infrequent supply
convoys, which were escorted by British soldiers, the last of which reached the Quarter on May
|0 1948.This siege within siege resulted in the extreme rareness of genuine commercial mail
originating from the Jewish Quarter and flown out of Jerusalem by the Army.The cover in Fig.8
is part of a well known correspondence sent by Miriam Neustadt to her family in Tel-Aviv. Miss
Neustadt was the commanding officer of the female Haganah soldiers in the Old City and as
such had a status of Army personnel. About 4 letters of this correspondence which fall within the
siege period are recorded to date. The letter was written on May 2,48 (see pencil inscription)
and got out of the Old City with one of the supply convoys.

Once it reached Western Jerusalem it was handed to the Army Post which had it flown to Tel-
Aviv. Upon arrival it received an Army Post "Misrad 3" dateless arrival postmark, i.e. it arrived in
Tel-Aviv between 22-27 May.

Fig. 9: Shows a "Menorah Club" cover. The Menorah (candelabra) Club was a Veteran Jewish
Soldiers Club in Jerusalem and during the 1948 siege it lent a hand by providing lodgings to
wounded soldiers and convoy's truck drivers who were stuck in Jerusalem and could not return
to their homes. As such they had a status of Army personnel and all the mail originating from the
Menorah Club was automatically included in the mail to be flown to Tel-Aviv. In order that this
privilege will not be abused the secretary of the club had each letter stamped with the club’s
cachet and added in the center in manuscript the word "*nn" (From a soldier). After arriving in
Tel-Aviv the "Menarah Club" covers were handed to the prevailing postal authority for delivery
to the addressee.

The cover in Fig.9 was mailed in Tel-Aviv on May |6 48 and was cancelled by the Israeli tri-lingual
postmark on its First Day of use.

The JNLF label of the Partition Map without an overprint was not a valid stamp, and was probably
added for patriotic reasons. Such labels appear on many "Menorah Club" covers, and all were
accepted and properly cancelled by the Post in Tel-Aviv.

The cover in Fig.|0 demonstrates the Jewish Agency's privilege to send mail via the Army Post.
The letter was sent by an official of the Jewish Agency in Jerusalem to an official of the Tel-Aviv
Municipality. Flown to Tel-Aviv by the Army Post it received an arrival postmark of the Army
Post "Misrad 3" on June |8, 948.The Army Post cancellation should not have been applied to a
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civilian stamp, but it did happen occasionally contrary to the regulation.
Despite the length of the siege and the Jewish Agency being a large organization this is the only
letter recorded to date that shows the utilization of this privilege by the Jewish Agency.

2. Flown incoming mail

As explained before the incoming flown mail to Jerusalem is much rarer than the outgoing
mail. However, the incoming cover of Fig.| | is even more special and interesting than usual. It
originated in besieged Safad in the Upper Galilee on May 6, 1948 as part of a small consignment
of mail (about |0 letters are recorded) addressed to Jerusalem, which was also under siege at
that time. Apparently the Army Post gave this mail, coming from a besieged town, high priority
and forwarded it by air mail into besieged Jerusalem. Upon arriving in Jerusalem it was handed
over to the Sorting Office for delivery to the addressees. All the letters in this consignment
received a "Rosette” cancellation as an arrival postmark. The degree of distortion of the "Rosette"
postmark indicates an arrival in Jerusalem between May 20-25, 1948.Thus we have a letter that
broke through two sieges, that of Safad through Mount Cna'an and Rosh Pinna and that of

Jerusalem by Air-Mail delivery.

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Another flown incoming letter is shown in Fig.|2. The letter is addressed to a soldier stationed
n Kibutz "Ma'ale Ha'chamisha" near Jerusalem. Dispatched in Tel-Aviv it is franked by Minhelet
Ha'am 10 Mis stamp and cancelled by Minhelet Ha'am cancellation i.e. it was mailed between
2-14 May, 1948 while Jerusalem was under complete siege. Being already in the civilian postal
system it is not clear how the letter reached besieged Jerusalem. It is one of 5 recorded such
letters addressed to civilians and soldiers in Ma'ale Ha'chamisha, originating from Tel-Aviv, Affula
and Afikim there is no apparent connection between these letters. Apparently the kibbutzim
Ma'ale Ha'chamisha and Qiryat Anavim, where many Palmach soldiers were stationed, were
considered by the Army as frontal outposts and therefore the Army Post agreed to deliver the
mail addressed to them by Air Mail.

Upon arrival in Jerusalem all these letters received an arrival "Rosette” postmark and were
delivered to the kibutz PO.B. where they were picked up by a courier.The Rosette postmarks are
still undistorted i.e. the letters reached Jerusalem between |3-20 May, 1948 when the "Rosette”
canceler started to be used.

Privileged Civilian Mail

Because of the great difficutty to get mail out of Jerusalem, civilians who wanted to send some
urgent essential mail via the Army Post Air Mail had to get a special permission to include it in
the mail being flown to Tel-Aviv. Usually it was the military commander of the airstrip which was
authorized to permit such action. However, in some rare cases other military commanders also
gave permission to include a civilian letter in the Army Post for delivery out of Jerusalem. Very
few civilian privileged letters are recorded to date.

Fig.|3: Civilian letter addressed to Petah Tikvah flown out of Jerusalem by the authorization of
the "naonn ik nnw Tpon” (Commander of the Brigade's Air Service"). The permit was given by
stamping his own personal cachet (an elongated rectangle) on the back. Franked by a pair of 5
Mils "Jerusalem I" stamps it received an Army Post "Misrad 3" dateless cancellation as an arrival
postmark. Thus the delivery took place between 22-27 May, 1948.

Sometime in June after the establishment and organization of the regular Army of the State of
israel (LDF) the "Haganah" Brigade Air Service of Jerusalem became one of the units of the
new Air Force and it's commander became the "vixa 7n nn pon” ("Commander of the Air
Force Unit").

The letter in Fig.|4 was authorized to be flown to Tel-Aviv by this new commander. Like the
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previous letter the permission was granted by stamping his personal cachet on the back. Franked
by 10 Mils "Jerusalem II" stamp, it reached Tel-Aviv and was handed over to the civilian postal
system for delivery, where it was cancelled by an Israeli Tri-lingual postmark on June 30, 1948.
Three such letters are recorded to date.

Anacther privileged civilian letter is shown in Fig,|5.

This time the authorization to be flown toTel-Aviv came from "naonn noman jxp i ("Hizkiyahu,
Brigade's Engineering Corps Commander”). "Hizkiyahu" which is Hebrew for "Hezekayah" was
the code name of the commander of the Engineering Corps in Jerusalem.

This was the unit that has buift and maintained the airstrip and as such was involved in all the
daily operations of the Brigade's Air Service. Therefore, the orders of its commander were
respected and carried out.The permission is seen as a small personal red cachet in the lower left
corner of the cover, and on top of it in manuscript the wards "nin' i’ ("Approved Yehuda"),
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This Yehuda was Yehuda Levanon who was in charge of the maintenance of the airstrip, and later
became a high official in the Israeli Parliament - the Knesset. He personally gave a description of
the whole procedure. Upon arrival in Tel-Aviv it was handed over to the civilian postal system
for delivery.

An overprinted JN.F. "Warsaw Ghetto" stamp was affixed and cancelled by the Israeli Tri-lingual
postmark on May 16, 1948 its First Day of use.

Two such letters are recorded to date.

3. Forwarding Agents Mail

The inability of the families to send mail by the regular postal services to their sons and daughters,
who were fighting in and around Jerusalem, caused them great hardship.Volunteer organizations
whose aim was to take care of the soldier's needs tried to alleviate this situation by creating
forwarding addresses in Tel-Aviv, through which they collected the mail addressed to soldiers
serving in inaccessible places, and finding some way (usually by having it flown) to deliver it.Thus,
+he families who learned about the existence of these addresses could get in touch with their

lovea ones.

Two such addresses operated inTel-Aviv during the Jerusalem siege. The first was: SA'AD (Relief)-
The Yishuv (Community) Committee for Soldier's Welfare, Hadar House, Petach Tikva Rd. Tel-
Ay, and the second: Jacob Schechter Tel-Aviv, The Central Station 2nd floor room No.S.

The cover in Fig16 is from a Palmach soldier of Gdud Haporzim (The Breachers Battalion)
stztoned in Qiryat Anavim (A Kibutz west of Jerusalem), to Tel-Aviv. The unoverprinted JN.F.
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ship label was not a valid stamp, but nevertheless it was accepted and cancelled in Tel-Aviv by an
Israeli Tri-lingual postmark on May 16, 1948 its First Day of use, without taxation.

This means that the letter was flown to Tel-Aviv either by the Army Post, as a soldier' letter, or
by a courier that flew from Jerusalem to Tel Aviv.

On the front appears the forwarding address of the central station crossed out, probably to
avoid confusing the mailman. On the back there is an instruction by the sender which reads: "In
the address of the Central Station please stress that the letter is for Arie Katz Gdud Haporzim
Qiryat Anavim". This instruction indicates that the sender expected to get a reply via this
forwarding address. Two letters mentioning the forwarding address in the Central Station Room
No.5 are recorded to date.

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4, Couriers Mail

All during the siege period, and even for a short period afterwards, the method of using couriers
to get mail out of Jerusalem was widely utilized. If you knew of someone who was going to Tel-
Aviv, either by flying in the light airplanes of later by car via the "Burma Road", and that person
agreed to carry some mail for you, he could drop it in a mailbox outside Jerusalem and from
there it would be delivered by the regular postal system. Such courier mail can be identified
by two characteristics: one is that the sender's address is in Jerusalem, but it is cancelled out of
Jerusalem, and the other is that it is franked by Jerusalem local stamps cancelled or taxed outside
Jerusalem.

The acceptance policy of these courier letters varied from place to place. In Tel-Aviv they were
usually accepted but in some small remote places that were not aware of the special conditions
prevailing in Jerusalem the letters were taxed.

The letter in Fig.17 is a flown courier letter from Jerusalem to Haifa. Franked by the sender in
Jerusalem with 10 Mils Jerusalem | stamp. It was handed to a courier who mailed it in Tel-Aviv,
Apparently the courier was not sure that the Jerusalem stamp will be accepted so he added a
|0 Pruta Doar Ivri stamp to ensure delivery.

Both stamps were cancelled by an lIsraeli Tri-lingual postmark on May 24 1948. At that date
Jerusalem was still under complete land siege so that the courier must have reached Tel-Aviv
by airplane. Because only very few high ranking people could fly from Jerusalem to Tel-Aviv the

flown courier letters are extremely rare.

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5. Convoys Mail

All the mail described in the previous sections put together was but a tiny fraction of the mail
that was posted by the Jewish population in Jerusalem during the siege. The bulk of the mail
addressed outside Jerusalem which could not be transported out of the city, kept piling in sacks
in the Sorting Office after being processed and sorted, awaiting an opportunity to be carried to
Tel-Aviv.

The first such opportunity presented itself when under the cease-fire agreement of June ||
1948 convoys of supplies were allowed to enter the city under UN. supervision. These convoys
returned empty and had ample room to carry the accumulated siege mail back to Tel-Aviv. From
there it was delivered to the rest of the country and the world.

"Two convoys carried siege mail, the first, on June |8 carried all the mail of the first 4 days i.e.
May 9-12, 1948, and the second on June 21, 1948 carried all the rest of the mail i.e. from May |3
to June 20, 1948. All the mail carried by these convoys nicknamed "Convoys Mail" is franked by
Jerusalem local issues stamps and cancelled by the |erusalem local cancellations.

However, apart from very few exceptions of non-registered letters, only registered letters can
be identified with certainty as "Convoys Mail". All the registered letters originating in Jerusalem
during the siege which have Israeli Tri-lingual cancellations of June |18 or June 2| in Tel-Aviv or
June 23 in Haifa, as transit or arrival postmarks are definitely convoys letters.

A most interesting group of "Convoys Mail" is the letters destined abroad. Very few people
in besieged Jerusalem knew the regulations concerning the posting of mail abroad, and that
Mandate stamps were required for such mail. Furthermore, even fewer people believed that it
was possible to send mail abroad when it was impossible to send mail to Tel-Aviv. Therefore, very
few letters destined abroad are recorded (less than |0) amongst the convoys letters,

Fig 18 shows a prestamped 25 Mils Mandate Air Letter sheet written in Jerusalem on April
25, 1948, ie. after the siege had begun, addressed to New-York. It was detained in Jerusalem
throughout the siege and was carried to Tel-Aviv by the First Convoy. Uncancelled by a Jerusalem
local postmark, according to the regulations, it was cancelled in Tel-Aviv by an lsraeli Tri-lingual
postmark on June |8, 1948 indicating that this was a first convoy letter. This was done despite
the fact that the Mandate Air Letter was invalid on June 48. Apparently, the post realized that
the delay was not the senders fault and decided to accept the Mandate stamp. A commercial
letter with a combination of an Israeli cancellation on a Mandate stamp as late as mid June 48 is
extremely rare and is a result of the anomaly caused by the Jerusalem siege. By this time the Air
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Mail service to the US.A was reestablished and the letter could be sent to its destination after
about 2 months,

SUMMERY

In summary we can see that the long Jerusalem siege in 1948 created enormous challenges
to those who tried to maintain the postal connections with the besieged city. As a result many
ingenious and demanding methods were contrived in order to circumvent the siege and alleviate
somewhat the harsh conditions under which the Jewish population of Jerusalem lived during the
siege. These conditions produced some of the most interesting and rare postal history items, of
which reminds us today of that fateful period.
