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THE ”nrnw79 "’’’ TRIAL OVERPRINT

Early in 1920 it was decided by the Allied Powers
that a Mandate for Palestine would be granted to
Great Britain, On July 1st. 1920 a Civil
Administration took over from the Military
Administration that had governed the country since
its occupation in WW 1. Sir Herbert Samuel, a
Jewish British statesman, was appointed the first
High Commissioner, Due to this political change
the “Egypt Expeditionary Force” (E.E.F.) stamps
that were in use were no longer suitable and the
question of printing new postage stamps was taken
up by the High Commissioner. It was decided that
a new issue showing a series of views and places
of interest in Palestine should be prepared.

Until the new issue would be ready the “E.EF.”
stamps would continue to be used overprinted
“Palestine”. On July 14, 1920, the High
Commissioner wrote in his own handwriting a note
to Major Hudson, the Postmaster General and
signed with his initials “H.S.”; “Pending the definite

issue of the Mandate, the E.E.F stamps now in use,

shall be continued, endorsed ‘Palestine’ in English,
Arabic and Hebrew, in that order, the Hebrew
word being followed by the initials **x" (E.L)
meaning Eretz Israel, the “Land of Israel” in
Hebrew.

Thus for the first time the name of Israel was to
appear on the country’s stamps, although in an
abbreviated form.

The overprinting of the stamps was entrusted to
the Greek Orthodox Convent Press in Jerusalem. In
July 1920, a trial overprint was made. Whether
someone along the line was not aware that Hebrew
is written from right to left, or for some other
reason, this trial overprint shows the initials “E.L"
before the Hebrew “Palestine” rather than following
it (Mrnwda ) instead of »x nynwysr).  However,

all the issued stamps show the correct sequence
with the initials following the Hebrew “Palestine”,
in accordance with the High Commissioner’s
instructions.

H.M. Queen Elizabeth II's collection contains the
only existing set of blocks of four of this trial
overprint.

When the first stamps with the overprint were
issued on September 1st. 1920, loud protests arose
from both Jews and Arabs alike. The Jews insisted
that “Eretz Israel” was the only Hebrew name of
the country, not “Palestina”. The Arabs deeply
resented the use of the initials “¥X", seeing in this
too great a concession to the Jewish community.
Samuel was asked by the Foreign Office in London
what had prompted him to make this addition to
the Hebrew version of the word Palestina.

The High Commissioner replied on Nov. 25, 1920:
“When the question of the surcharge of these
stamps had to be decided, it was found to raise a
point of great delicacy. The word ‘Palestine’ had
never been used in the Hebrew language as a
designation for this territory. It does not appear
either in ancient or in modern Hebrew. The
Hebrew term invariably used, both here and
elsewhere, is ‘Eretz Israel’, and the Jews in
Palestine asked that this should be employed upon
the stamps as the only name for the country
known to the Hebrew language... I thought,
however, that if this course were adopted in the
case of the stamps it might give rise to active
protests from the anti-Zionist section of the
community and that a difficult controversy might
arise... After consulting a number of persons whose
opinion was of value, | decided that the best course
would be to print the word ‘Palestina’ in Hebrew
followed by the initials of ‘Eretz Israel’.”

The use of the initials was approved by the Foreign
Office and continued throughout the entire Mandate
period.

When the Indian Expeditionary Force “D" landed at Basra
in 1914 one of the first actions taken by the Chief
Political Officer, Sir Percy Cox, was to reopen the civil
post office in the city. As no stamps were available no
charge was made for internal civilian mail; mail from the
troops being handled through the FPO’s which
accompanied the expeditionary force.

As town were occupied an attempt was made to take
over any stocks of stamps which might be found in the
Turkish post offices; however in nearly every case the
Turkish officials had removed or destroved the stocks
frustrating the aim of Sir Percy Cox to have the ‘pleasure
of annoying the enemy by overprinting his own stamps.’

In was not until September 1917 that it proved possible
to amass sufficient stamps for this to be considered
worthwhile. A total of 14,580 stamps and 464 envelopes
having been collected, it was decided only to issue
surcharged stamps of which there were less than 60
copies available, although certain stamps of which there
were less than 60 copies available were also overprinted
‘Baghdad in British Occupation’ and the value either 1/2.
or 2 Annas.

HM. the Queen’s collection contains examples of all the
regularly issued stamps and also the unissued values,
generally in blocks of four; these were sent to HM. King
George V by Sir Percy Cox. It also contains a number of
examples of the varieties with one of the words or the
value missing. These were not deliberately created errors
as occurred with other wartime provisionals, but was due
to the complication in overprinting the differently shaped
stamps which came in a variety of multiples. Sir Percy
Cox describes this in a note written by him, which is now
in Her Majesty's collection.

“As regarding these stamps it must be explained that
owing to the varied types and dimensions of the
stamps with which we had to deal it was not possible
to make any one hand or machine stamp which would
suffice for overprinting all sizes and we had therefore
to have recourse to the laborious expedient of
stamping each stamp separately by hand in four
separate operations. In any case there was not
sufficient type available in Baghdad to enable us, even
if we had the machinery, to type stamps in sheets.
Moreover in nearly all cases stamps were obtained not
in whole sheets but in small broken portions of
sheets.” Additionally a rubber stamp was used to
block out the inscription ‘Tax for the relief of the
children of martyrs’ which was overprinted on a
number of the stamps.

With no less than 25 different basic stamps and four
different envelopes and quantities ranging between 59
and 1,339 examples, not unexpectedly most were
bought by stamp collectors or members of the
occupying forces as souvenirs and the issue was
exhausted within a few days.

Originally purchasers were allowed to buy one
complete set but as the numbers available were
reduced they were restricted to a total of 8 Annas
worth, which were supplied at random in matchboxes!
With the ‘missing’ wording varieties and the ‘unissued
values they may not have served Sir Percy's aim of
annoying the enemy by being used on correspondence
but the Baghdad provisionals have entertained
collectors, particularly of war issues.

HM. the Queen’s collection of this issue is by far the
most complete containing all nine unissued stamps in
multiples and the majority of the errors including the
one Para on 20 Piasters with additional ‘behie’
overprint which went unnoticed as a separate issue
when the stamps of that value were collected.

Palestine 1927-43, Production stages of the Pictorial issue

EXCITING DISCOVERIES IN PALESTINE
STAMPS AFTER 71 YEARS

by Douglas N. Muir Curator,

The National Postal Museum in London holds some of
the philatelic archives of the Royal Mint who produced
the dies and sometimes the plates, for many isstes in the
1920s and 1930s - not only for British stamps but also
some colonial issues of the period. Thus we have
artwork, proofs and dies for the 1927 issue of Palestine
which was designed under the aegis of the Royal Mint
and printed in London by Harrison & Sons Ltd.

In the course of researching this issue for our display of
honour at Israel 98, [ discovered that the Royal Mint still
retained some of the original artwork. This has now been
transferred to the Museum by Graham Dyer their curator
and can be seen for the first time in the Exhibition.
Initially, a photographic competition was held in Palestine
by the mandatory authorities in 1924. Four of the
winners were used to prepare designs which were then
sent to London. These proved to be unacceptable from a
printing point of view and further designs were
commissioned from Fred Taylor by the Royal Mint. Only
one of the original pieces of artwork was thought to
have survived, that of Lake Tiberias. However, in the
Mint archives a second design was discovered showing
Rachel's Tomb. The other two designs are only knoun
from stamp-sized photographs.

While the finished artwork by Fred Taylor for all his
designs were already in the Museum, we did not know
that a number of preliminary sketches existed. these are
mainly of the Dome of the Rock design, but they came
together with photographs supplied to assist the designer

when the first piece of artwork proved unsuitable. Again,
none of this has been seen before.

All these items have been added to our collections to
complete the story of the design of the issue. But this
was not the end of the story. I was unable to trace the
registration sheets of the pictorial issue. These existed
for previous stamps printed in London but not for this
isste - only proofs and essays. In desperation, |
contacted the printers - Harrison, now called Dela Rue
Security Print - who had produced the plates. Their
archivist, John Harley, promptly said that they had found
four sheets of different values but no registration sheets.
He agreed that we could have them and they duly
arrived.

On checking, however, it transpired that they were quite
unique. There was one sheet of each design in the 4
mils, 5 mils, 10 mils and 90 mils values. However they
were printed in the wrong colours - cark green, bistre,
dark blue and cobalt blue, instead of pale pink, orange,
slate gray and bistre, respectively. These stamps were
also printed on unwatermarked paper and had a further
unique overprint never seen before, showing
HARRISON'S/SPECIMEN. It would appear that these were
colour plate proofs taken especially for the printer's use
with whatever suitable colour ink there was to hand.
These were not the only unique items to surface. One
other type of unissued stamp was also discovered at the
printers. It is the 13 mils stamp printed in the issued
colour (dark blue) but on paper watermarked “Harrison &
Sons, London.” A block of 30 exists which again has a
unique SPECIMEN overprint, hitherto unknown.

All these unique items, never seen before, will be on
display in the National Postal Museum, London, frames
in the Court of Honour.

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1948 FROM MANDATE TO INDEPENDENCE

The British Mandate ended on May 15, 1948. On this day, one day after Israel's Declaration of
Independence, the armies of the neighboring Arab states invaded the country from all directions.

The struggle had started much earlier and even before the UN decision of November 29, 1947 to partition
Palestine into a Jewish state and an Arab state. The Arabs mainly concentrated on disrupting communications
and exploiting the isolation of some Jewish settlements by trying to isolate them entirely from the rest of the
country and to cut off their vital supply lines, hoping that the settlements would fall into their hands or be
abandoned.

Termination of the British Mandate - Suspension of Postal Services

On April 13, 1948, the Mandatory Authorities decreed that all Post Offices and Agencies would cease
functioning between April 15 and May 5. In many places postal services had ceased even earlier as British
forces left earlier than anticipated. Only in Tel-Aviv and Haifa did the Mandatory postal services continued to
operate until May 5, 1948. The General Post Office at Lydda airport was closed on April 25, 1948.

The mail services to Palestine, by surface route, were suspended on March 25 and registered air-mail letters
were accepted for delivery to Palestine until April 24th.

British Post Office Circular (published in England) of April 28 states: “There is for the present no postal means
of any kind for communicating with civilians in Palestine....”

Besieged Jewish towns and settlements

Due to the Arab disturbances with the “silent help” from the British, many Jewish towns and setflements were
totally isolated Thus, the “Etzion Block™, a group of seftlements on the highway from Jerusalem to Hebron, was
under siege from January and the only connection, including mail to the rest of the country, was by light
planes operated by the Haganah based in Tel-Aviv. The roads leading to the Negev were blocked as early as
January 1948 and only para-military convoys reached the outlying settlements, carrying mail to and from the
besieged civilians and soldiers. The Lydda airport area was conquered by Arab forces and the neighboring
Ben-Shemen settlement was besieged for nearly 3 months.

In the Galllee, the towns of Safed and Nahariya were blockaded. In Safed postal connections ceased for all
practical purposes, towards the end of February 1948, Nahariya was under siege from early March 1948. On
March 22, daily contact with Haifa by sea was restored utilizing a motor boat which also transported mail. In
both cities, local stamps were issued and used for franking outgoing mail. In Rishon-Le-Tsiyon, the Arabs
disrupted communications to and from the town. In order to improve the link with Tel Aviv, the local
community decided to run a daily transport service to that city. A local stamp of nominal value of 40 mils was
issued for this service that started on April 5th.

Jerusalem

The 100,000 Jewish inhabitants were under siege as the main highway from the coast was blocked by Arabs
accupying the heights overlooking the road through Sha'ar Ha'gai from April 20, 1948. The only connection
with the rest of the country was by single engine light planes operated by the Haganah from Tel Aviv. These
planes carried mail from the Haganah, the Jewish Agency and from some Israeli soldiers. Local postal services
in the city ceased on April 26, 1948. On May 9, 1948, three of the city's Post Offices reopened with stamps
issued by Jerusalem’s Minhelet Ha'am. These were Jewish National Fund labels with a map of the partitioned
land of Palestine overprinted in Hebrew DOAR (mail) and the denomination. Jerusalem was under siege for a
prolonged period with only a small quantity of mail air transported by the army’s light planes. The large
quantities of mail that had accumulated over this period were shipped only after the first relief convoys had
arrived in the second half of June 1948. Here it must be noted that additional postal items were transported,
during the siege, to the coast by messengers (mainly soldiers) who succeeded in crossing the lines by air or by
land. Even in Haifa, in order to improve the local postal service, a private service named “The Messenger
Group”, functioned from the end of February 1948 handling regular and registered mail using private
handstamped labels for franking.

In this situation, the Jewish leadership, called the Minhelet Ha’am, made an effort to provide postal services
for the Jewish population then numbering approximately 650,000 souls.

The main steps they undertook included:

a) Announcements on April 25 and 27, 1948, to the public and instructions to postal workers, of the intention
to continue services with the Jewish staff using stamps issued by the “Keren Kayemeth”, the Jewish National
Fund, special postmarks and by adopting the existing tariffs and methods. b) An announcement on May 9,
1948 to the effect that the first Hebrew stamps and postmarks would be introduced on May 16, 1948.

These steps prevented the closing down of postal services. Beginning May 2, 1948, almost all 80 post offices
in Jewish settlements were open and services within the country functioned despite the difficulties encountered
by land transport. The Minhelet Ha'am Period, also known as the “Interim Period” (from British Mandatory
Rule till the Declaration of Independence) started on May 2, 1948 and came to an end on May 14, 1948.
During this fortnight all post offices used stamps of Minhelet Ha'am, which were in fact stamps issued by the
Jewish National Fund overprinted with the word DOAR (mail) in various forms.

Also permitted was the use of Mandate and Kofer Hayishuv labels. The Minhelet Ha'am period came to an
end on May 14, 1948 with the establishment of the State of Israel.

Foreign Postal Links

Despite the suspension of the foreign postal service, a number of letters managed to reach the country by sea
and by air, From May 5, 1948, a partial link with the outside world was established when the Czechoslovak
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airline used the Sde Dov airfield in Tel-Aviv, and later the Haifa airfield, for a limited number of flights. These
flights brought mail bags that were collected by the Jewish Agency for Palestine in Western Europe. A small
amount of mail was carried on the outgoing flight to Europe. Other courier mail from Europe was also carried
on the above flights from JNF offices and by the Peltours Tourist Agency. Most of the above mentioned covers
were posted unfranked and taxed upon delivery. The Zionist Federations of the USA and South Africa also
established airmail services to Israel. The PEDI Service from the USA (The Palestine Emergency Deliveries Inc.)
started functioning on May 21, 1948, while the first flight from South Africa (Box 18, Johannesburg) arrived
in Tel Aviv on June 10, 1948. Regular airmail connection was partly resumed on June 10, 1948 with the
regular flights of Air France and 2 weeks later by KLM (these in addition to the above mentioned Czechoslavak airline)

The State of Israel

On Sunday May 16, 1948, the Israeli Ministry of Posts, headed by David Remez, commenced operations. It
adopted all the British Mandate Rules and procedures concerning the franking and treatment of postal items.
The Doar Ivri set was issued on that day. It consisted of 9 denominations: 3,5,10,15,20,50,250,500 and
1,000 mils. The name of Doar luri (Hebrew Post) was given at the time of printing as the name of the State
had not yet been announced. It was only on May 14, 1948, at the proclamation of the State ceremony, that
the name of the State of Israel was declared by David Ben Gurion. May 16 was also the first day of the new
trilingual Israeli obliterators in Tel-Aviv and Haifa (in Jerusalem only on July 4). All other post offices
re-introduced the British Mandate cancelers till the arrival of new Israel cancelers during July 1948.

It is possible to find Minhelet Ha'am stamps canceled with the definite Israeli obliterator in Tel-Aviv and Haifa
or the reintroduced Mandate cancelers in other localities, due to the fact that these stamps were demonetized
only as of May 23.

Taxation

The stamps that were valid on May 16, 1948, were:

a) Doar lwi - all denominations. b) Minhelet Ha'am overprinted stamps, as mentioned above. Stamps that were
demonetized as of May 16, 1948, were:

a) All Mandate stamps. b) Kofer Hayishuv labels It should be mentioned that no Postage Due stamps were
issued on May 16. Unlike the custom with almost all Israeli stamp issues, no official first day covers were
prepared. These stamps were placed on sale at different times in various towns. The first known usage of the
Postage Due stamps was on May 28 in Ramat-Gan and Hertsliya. The earliest known day of usage in Tel-Aviv
was May 30, and in Haifa and some northern locations June 1.In the very early days, postal clerks had four
possible choices of how to deal with underfranked letters:

- to deliver the improperly franked mail without collecting any tax.

-to add by hand the amount of tax to be collected.

-to use Minhelet Ha'am stamps as postage dues which were not yet demonetized. - to use the regular Doar lvi
stamps to indicate and collect the postage due.

From June 10, 1948, after the supply of the first Postage Due stamps to all Post Offices, taxation and other
services (such as return delivery) were levied with these stamps.
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THE FOLLOWING EXAMPLES DEPICT THE TRANSITION FROM THE MANDATE POST IN LATE
APRIL 1948, VIA THE “MINHELET HA’AM” PERIOD TO THE NEW ISRAELI ESTABLISHED POST.
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TERMINATION OF MANDATE POST \,

Cover mailed in Netanya on April 28, 1948, patriotically franked with
Jewish Fund labels - not valid for postage. The cover was taxed 20 mils,
collected by postage due stamp and canceled on the same day. The
usage of the oval “Registered” postmark to cancel Postage Dues
demonstrates the confusion way in office’s operations during the last
days of British Mandate.
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HAIFA MESSENGER SERVICE

Registered cover franked 2x15 mils labels - Registered letter rate-showing
boxed “Delivered by the Messengers Group”. Haifa Messenger Service
operated between the first of February and mid May 1948 and answered
for the need for a reliable and quick postal service, within the city, not
sipplied by the Mandate Post.
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BESIEGED GUSH ETZION - FLOWN MAIL

Cover from Gush Etzion flown out by “Haganah” plane and mailed in
Tel Aviv, April 1948. Gush Etzion at that time was a group of besieged
Jewish settlements south of Jerusalem that fell info Arab hands on May
14, 1948. The letter gives as ifs return address a Tel Aviv assembly
point for letters to be flown to or from Gush Etzion. Envelope re-used
due to shortage of writing material,

Registered cover mailed at Kefar Yona on May 11, 1948 to Netanya.

22 Registered covers recorded from this “Minhelet Ha'am” Office.

“MINHELET HA'AM” - YAVNEEL

Registered cover mailed at Yauneel on May 7, 1948 to Kefar Hassidim
(‘Minhelet Ha'am™ postmark on reverse). Transit Tiberias on May 9,

(‘Minhelet Ha'am” postmark on reverse). 8 Registered covers recorded
from this “Minhelet Ha'am” Office.

“MINHELET HA'AM” - AFFULA

Registered cover mailed at Affula, to Tel-Aviv, properly franked 25m.
Rare example of RAF usage of “Minhelet Ha'am” Post. Apparently the
clerks did not have much respect for the certified OHMS endorsement.

“MINHELET HA’AM” - BINYAMINA

Inland parcel card properly franked for a 7 1/2 kg. parcel from
Binyamina to Jerusalem. A pair of 50 mils “Minhelet Ha'am” stamps
canceled on reverse by Binyamina postmarks, manuscript date May
10th.
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“MINHELET HA'AM" - OUTGOING MAIL TO ARGENTINA

Letter mailed from Haifa to Argentina franked block of four 5 mils
“Minhelet Ha'am” stamps, not valid for foreign destination and 20 mils
Mandate stamp, this last paying the surface mail rate. Stamps canceled
by “Minhelet Ha'am” postmark against regulations. Buenos Aires arrival
on reverse dated June 22, 1948.

“MINHELET HA’AM” - OUTGOING MAIL TO FAMAGUSTA

Cover from Affula to Famagusta, Cyprus. Franked Mandate stamps
paying the 15 mils surface rate to Cyprus, canceled by “Minhelet
Ha'am” postmark against requlations. Despatched from Haifa on board
SS “Dolores”.  Famagusta arrival postmark on reverse dated May 17,
1948,

“MINHELET HA'AM” - INCOMING MAIL FROM USA

Posicard from the USA mailed to Tek-Aviv on March 1948. Tel-Auiv
“Minhelet Ha'am" arrival postmarks in violet and black.

“MINHELET HA’AM” - INCOMING MAIL FROM SWITZERLAND

Courier cover from Switzerland forwarded on May 9, 1948 by the JNF
(Jewish National Fund) office in Geneva to Tel-Aviv franked JNF label
handstamped by this office with their three lines handstamp. TelAviv .
“Minhelet Ha'am” postmark applied on arrival. Flown from Europe to
Tel-Aviv by a “DC-3" plane of the

“Pan-African” Air Charter Company.

“MINHELET HA’AM" - INCOMING MAIL FROM USA TO ISOLATED
NAHARIYA

Airmail cover from the USA to Nahariya, Western Galilee. This area
was cut off from the rest of the couniry and an emergency boat service
operated between Nahariya and Haifa. The letter arrived in Nahariya by
this service and 10 mils local delivery fee for the service was collected by
the vellow label canceled by “Minhelet Ha'am” postmark.

Printed matter containing photographs to Tel-Mond, bearing 3 mils
Mandate stamp canceled by “Minhelet Ha'am" Raanana postmark, Taxed
6 mils for overweight, double the deficiency, with a strip of three Ben
Yehuda "Minhelet Ha'am” stamps canceled by “Minhelet Ha'am”
Tel-Mond postmark.
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“MINHELET HA'AM” - TAXED MAIL

Cover from Tel-Aviv to Rehovot franked with unoverprinted JNF label
not valid for postage. Marked in manuscript “T" and “To pay 20 mils”
in Hebrew. A pair of Herzl 10 mils stamps (=20 mils, double inland
rate) used as postage dues and canceled by “Minhelet Ha'am” Rehovot
postmark.

JERUSALEM SIEGE MAIL - THE “MENORA” CLUB FLOWN MAIL

“Menora” Veterans and Servicemen Club in Jerusalem collected mail
from cutoff army personnel and arranged for these letters to be flown
by Army light planes to Tel Aviv. These covers bear the Club’s circular
cachet, The letter shown here, addressed to Haifa has a JNF stamp (of
no postal value) affixed and canceled on arrival in Tel-Aviv on May 16,
1948 - the first day of the lsraeli post.

JERUSALEM SIEGE FLOWN MAIL

Letter from a lawyer's office in besieged Jerusalem to its branch office in
Tel-Aviv. The boxed violet Hebrew cachet “Commander, Brigade Air
Service” authorized despatch by military airplane. The letter was flown to
Tel-Aviv airfield and handed in there to “Army Post Office 3" on June
13, 1948, as can be seen from the handstamp touching the Jerusalem
10 mils stamp.The first partner in this law office, M. Zmora was to
become the first President of Israel’'s Supreme Court, while the second,
F. Rosenbluth (P. Rosen) was Israel’s first Minister of dJustice.

“MINHELET HA'AM” MAIL - TAXED WITH “DOAR IVRI" STAMPS

Wirapper mailed in Tel Aviv during “Minhelet Ha'am™ period, taxed at
destination on second day of lsraeli post. Franked 3 mils “Minhelet
Ha'am” stamp (printed matter rate), it was charged 6 mils for
overweight, double the deficiency. Tax collected upon arrival with pair of
3 mils “Doar Iri" stamps used in lieu of postage dues canceled by the
reintroduced Mandate postmark of Kefar Sava on May 17, 1948,

“DOAR IVRI” - MIXED FRANKING

Registered cover from Tiberias franked 31 mils for double weight. Mixed
franking of Mandate (28 mils) and “Doar Ivi” (3 mils) all tied by the
reinfroduced Mandate postmarks May 17, 1948 and Haifa arrival on
rev;:se dated May 18, 1948. The Mandate stamps were already obsolete
at this time.

BESIEGED NEGEV FLOWN MAIL

Flown cover from Ruchama in besieged Negev by Haganah plane, via
Tel-Aviv, “Doar luri” 10 mils stamp tied by Base A undated Military
postmark in use May

22-27, 1948.
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HAIFA “T" OVERPRINT

Cover mailed from Rosh Pina to Haifa on May 21, franked with
obsolete Mandate stamps. Taxed in Haifa on May 24, with a pair of 10
mils rouletted “Doar luri” stamps, typically handoverprinted “T" when
alfixed on cover, to signify their usage as postage dues.
