Thus, Israeli scientists are frequently
awarded prestigious awards, such as the Nobel
Prize.

Along with its economic development, Isracl has
also developed a vibrant and diverse world of
culture and sports. Israeli cinema produces
internationally acclaimed innovative films, the works
of Israeli authors are translated into multiple
languages and lsraeli athletes win trophies and
medals in the international arena.

Today, as it celebrates 70 years of independence,
Israel is a developed country with a strong economy
and high quality of life, the life expectancy of its
residents is among the highest in the world and its
political standing is stronger than ever. The State
of Israel looks forward with a sense of hope and
security and with faith in its ability to continue to
strengthen the momentum of its achievements for
an even better future.
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
