The invention of the stamp in 1840 had a revolutionary
effect on postal services, far beyond the imagination of the
inventor, Rowland Hill, or the expectationz of the postal
experts of the moderm world, This little coloured label,
originally designed only for the despatch of letbers, gave birth
to a movement of stamp collectors which spread with amazing
speed from counlry to country over the entire globe until.
almost every land had its Philatelic Sociefy. Today philately
is one of the most widespread and popular of international
movements.

Ag in all other spheres of activity, Jews naturally took
an aclive part in this hobby. Until the establishment of the
State of Israel, however, they were accustomed to collecting
stamps of ofher mations, just as they were accustomed to
figthing in foreign armies.

A hundred and eight years after the appearance of the
first gtamp-in the world, in the same month of May, the
State of Israel and its postal services came into being. Since
then every Jew has the opportunity, if he sgo desires, of
colleeting the stamps of his own State,

The world movement of stamp cellecting led the postal
authorities in all countries to devote very congiderable attent-
ion tio the improvement in the appearance of their stamps
from the artistic peint of view, as well as from the aspect
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of subject matter, with a view fo attracting the largest
possible public and disseminating their stamps far and wide.

Thus, in addition to serving as a practical means for the
despatch of letters, stamps have come to be a poweriul
educational factor in many spheres, and anyone interested in
geography, history, zoology, botany, archaeology, and other
subjects, will find himgelf drawn to the hobby of collecting
stamps from all parte of the world insofar as they relate to
their special topics.

Stamps have provided the Israel postal authorifies with
an opportunity to portray the story of the rebirth of the
nation, of the heroism of its fighters and of the growth of
its productive enterprises, They have also offered a medium
for perpetuating the historic values of the great past of the
Jewish people in its ancient land and for creatfing a bridge
between the past and the present.

The re-born -State of Israel is still very young, and the
events in the Jewish past that are worthy fto be commemorated
are very numerous. Time has permitted only a few drops to
be drawn from the inexhaustible well of subjects. With all
onr concern for the enthusiasm of the large stamp collecting
community and with all our eagerness to meet the wishes of
many groups for the commemoration of occagions of current
importance, it must not be forgotten that the primary function
of stamps is a postal service, and new issues should mot
exceed what is reasonable.

A great deal of thought, professional skill, and financial
investment go into “he ereation of stamps, in their design,
in the preparation of blocks, and in their printing. The select-
ion of subjects is a responsible task requiring meticulous
care. We do not always attain complete success, but we do
our hest, and we are constantly striving to attain a standard
for Tsrael stamps that will do its producers credit.

At this opportunity I should like to expresg my profound
appreciation and gratitmde for the efforts of the designers,
the printers, and the staff of the Offlce of the Philatelic
Services, as well as to the Philatelic Societies, and to all
those who have helped us fo produce and popularige the
stamps of Israel.

I salute in particular the organizers of the 1954 Exhibi-
tion in the Capital, the Jernsalem Philatelic Bociety, and wish
them every success in their project. We hope that the two
stamps depicting the postal history of Jermgalem, which have
been issued on the occasion of this Exhibition, will
contribute to its trinmph.

1. Place and Date

“TABIM”, the 3rd National Stamp Exhibition in Israel,
will be held at the Hebrew Gymnasium, Keren Kayemeth Street,
Rehavia, Jerusalem, from October 13th to October 18th 1954
inclusive,

2. Organisers and Patron

The Minister of Posts, Dr. Joseph Burg, is the Patron
of the Exhibition which is organized by the Jerusalem Philatelic
Society under the auspices of the Union of Israel Philatelic
Societies in cooperation with the Ministry of Posts, Telegraphs,
Tfelephones and Radio, and the Philatelic Services of the State
of Israel.

3. Exhibitors and Exhibits

Philatelic collections, literature and accessories may be
exhibited in competition. Collectors and dealers wishing to
participate must be members of an Israel Philatelic Society.
Collective exhibits of Philatelic Societies are acceptable. Private
covers, private overprints, private essays and similar items will
not be accepted for exhibition,

The Exhibition Committee reserves the right to reject
any exhibit, or to place on public view only parts of an exhibit
incorrectly entered into their proper class and group. Exhibits
must be delivered to the Exhibition Committee not later than
three days prior to -the opening of the Exhibition. A list
of the contents of the exhibit, in triplicate, should be enclosed,
Exhibitors from abroad are advised to send a second copy of
the list “nnder separate cover” by airmail. Exhibits not
delivered personally should be addressed to

“TABIM” Exhibition Committee, P.O.B. 1361, Jerusalem, Israel.

4. Fees and Insurance
Entry fees are IL. 3.500 per frame 1.00 x 1.00 m.

A limited number of smaller frames may be available and fees
for such frames will be proportionally reduced; the minimum
fee, however, for such frames is IL. 1.500 per frame,

Exhibitors are advised to make their own arrangements
to insure their exhibits while en route. If requested the Exhi-
bition Committee will arrange on behalf of the exhibitor; for
the insurance of exhibits while on view.
