Nepal- Israel Relations

Diplomatic ties between Nepal and Israel were established on June 1;
1960. Since the establishment of embassies in each other's countries,
the two countries are developing a mutually friendly and close
relationship. The establishment by Israel of its first embassy in South
Asia in Nepal's capital, Kathmandu, in March 1961 demonstrates the
importance of its relationship with Nepal. Since Nepal established its
embassy in Israel's Tel Aviv on August 13, 2007, the ties between the
two countries are getting stronger.

Geographically, Nepal and Israel have quite different identities. Israel
is a country which shares a sea shore, whereas Nepal is a land-locked
country. After Bilatateral Air service agreements were established
between Nepal and Israel in 2002, the number of Israeli tourists to
Nepal has constantly been increasing. At present, about eight thousand
Israeli tourists visit Nepal every year.

The lowest land, the Dead Sea, is situated in Prosperous and
industrialized nation, Israel, whereas Nepal has boasts of the highest
mountain in the world, Mt Everest. Owing to the locations of the lowest
and highest land areas, Israel and Nepal have distinct identities in the
world. Because of the geographical destinations equipped with quite
distinct geographic features, there are possibilities of these countries
enjoying particular advantages in the national, international and
intra-country tourism development.

Mt Everest, +8,848 m.

Mount Everest is situated in Solukhumbu, a Himalayan district. Situated
at 8,848 m above sea level, Mt Everest is known as the world's
highest mountain. Mt Everest, which lies in the Mahalangur Himalayan
range linked with Tibet (China) in the north, here are snowfall in all
twelve months. This area is conserved by the Sagarmatha National
Park. The presence of Mt Everest in the Nepalese tourism sector has
attracted adventurous and nature-loving tourists of the world, including
South Asia, and this carries abundant development potentials. There
are documentary evidences to prove that New Zealand Sir Edmund
Hillary and Nepalese Tenzing Norgay Sherpa, in 1953, successfully
scaled Mt Everest for the first time. Since then, thousands of national
and international mountaineers are attracted towards scaling
Mt Everest. Historian Baburam Acharya was the person who
christened Sagarmatha, whereas Everest was christened after
Surveyor Sir George Everest.

The Dead Sea, -422 m.

The Dead Sea is a salt lake located in eastern Israel. The Dead Sea- a
national and worldwide natural treasure is the largest spa in the
world. Tourists and extreme sports fans are drawing its nature
heritage. The Dead Sea's hypersalinity provides a unique floating
experience and the health benefits of the minerals found in its water
and muds are immense. It is a breathtakingly beautiful area which
includes wadis, cliffs and an extraordinary zoological and botanical
importance. The Dead Sea and the surrounding area have great
religious and historic significance and represent a turbulent chapter
in the history of Eretz Israel.
