with one another, The directors of ihe
Austrian postal service offered to serve
the Jewish villages and the fowns n
the wvicinity without payment, on con-
dition that the Jews used the Austrian
postal service for their foreign corrres-
pondence. Thus there arose the equi-
valent of a Jewish postal service, the
mail being stamped with the JNF "“Zion"
stamp.

This service was maintained in the
years 1%08—1909, carrying the official
post-mark on the JNF stamp — in Ger-
man and Hebrew,

For non-Jews as well as Jews, the
first Jewish stamp symbolised the striv—
ing of the Jewish people towards na:
tional renaissance. When Jamal Pasha,
the Turkish Governor, accused the Yi
shuw, at the baginning 13 it )] = o3
separation from the rest of the Turkish
Empire, he cited the possession by the
Jews of symbols of their own, e.g., the
Zionist flag and the JNF stamp, as evi-
dence of their desire fo create a Jewish
sovereign state within Turkish territory.
In his struggle with the Zionist move-
ment, Jamal declared as follows (ac
cording fo the late M. Dizengoff): “We

forbid Zionist activities in Palestine,
Every Jew who iz found in possession
of the Zionist Stamp (he referred to the
JNF stamp) will be hung'. In Czarist
Russia, Jews were imprisoned for pos-
sessing JNF stamps.

Of the many frials brought by Jamal
against Jewish leaders was one con-
nected with the JNF stamp. At the be-
ginning of 1916, the men active in the
Palestine Office — Ruppin, Thon, Rud-
ler-Feldman (R.  Benjamin), Bloch-
Blumenfeld, Ulitzki (Ulitzur) — wers
accused of treason the evidence being
that the Palestine Office sold INF
stamps. It was only after great etforls
that these Zionist leaders were saved.

In its fifty years of existence 6 the
JNF has issued hundreds of stamps of
various kinds, which represent today a
sollection of historical documents, il-
lustrative of the road trodden by the
Zionist movement — from the “'Choveve
Zion'" to the State of Israel. However,
as the symbol of the ‘‘State on its way',
the first one, the ''Zion'' stamp stands
apart from all others. It was thereiore
fitting that this parficular stamp should
have received historical recognition by
being adopted for the official stamp of
the State of Israel.

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this stamp as far back as 50 years ago.
When the Zionists of South Africa
wished to send Herzl a token of their
esteem, they found nomore suitable
method than fo acquire a complete
sheet of “'Zion' stamps, and to bind
them in an album! This album is now
in the Herzl Room at the Head Offica
of the Keren Kayemeth.

In order to create the illusion of the
“'Zion'" stamp being used for postal
purposes, it was stuck on the envelopes
next to the official stamp, so that the
postal mark should cover it (as well
as the official stamp); this practice was
regarded by Zionists as a facit accept-
ance by the world of Israel's place
within the committee of nations. The cus-
tom of affixing the JNF stamp to letters
became so prevalent amongst the Jew.
ish youth of Czarist Russia, that in cer-
tain parts the authorities decided to
ban it. In order to create a Jewish
postal service amongst Jewish commu-
nities and also to give the IJNF stamp
the wvalue of a recognised stamp, groups
of volunteer postmen were organised
before the 1st World War, in many
towns of Russia and Austria, who de-
livered letters to their destination —
on condition that they had JNF stamps
attached to them; this was done mainly
on the eve of feast days or on some
local occasion.

In those days, the "'Zion'' stamp
actually served as an official stamp, in
Eretz Israel under the Turks, in the
“Capitulate’” Period (as foreign de.
pendencies under the Turks wera
known)., In addition to the Turkish
postal service, which was inefficient, a
number of European countries (Austria,
Russia, England, Germany, Italy and
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founded, It was first designed in the
form of a stamp sheet on which two rows
of the stamp were printed (the shield
of David in a dark colour with the
inscription ""Zion" in red] and eight

rows of empty squares. This stamp sheet
is a rarity today and only a few Jewish
stamp collectors can boast of having it
in their collections.

The "'Zien'' stamp — the first stamp
of the JNF, was issued to the public
after the Zionist Congress, at the be-
ginning of the year 1902, and was cir-
culated throughout the Diaspora. Thirty
million copies of it were printed. This
stamp was the first popular fund-raising
nieans of the JNF — ecalling upon the
Jewish people fo serve the cause of
the redemption of the land of Eretz ls-
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rael — and as such, ifs educational
influence was immence.

Every Zionist regarded this stamp as
the symbol of "‘tha State on the way''
— and felt it his duty to affix thess
stamps to his letters. Jewish stamp col-
lectors recognised the national value of
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THE FIRST STAMP OF
THE IEWISH NATIONAL FOND

Amongst the stamps issued by the
Government philatelic department in
1951, was a special series commemor-
ating the 50th anniversary of the Jewish
National Fund — the National Institu-
tion founded by fthe Zionist movement
for the redemption of the land of Eretz
Israel, whose achievements had payed
the way for the State of Israel. On the
ceniral stamp of the first set of thres,
was drawn the figure of a Jewish farmer
tilling his land, taken from the '‘Zion"
stamp, the first one to be published by
the JNF 50 years ago — with the ancient
Hebrew saying inscribed underneath:
"And the land shall not be sold for

ever.'

The adoption of this first stamp of
the Jewish National Fund as the basis
for a stamp of the State of Israel, is a
uniquae fribute — and it is therefore
worth while felling something of its
history, and its significance in the pe-
riod when it was published.

The firststamp of the Jewish National
Fund — the "'Magen-David'’ (Shield of
David) with the inscription “Zion'' —
was proposed before the 5th Congress

were added in 1950, a considerable decrease tock place in 1951, with only 15 new
stamps. We hope thus, that the current year, too, will bring an additional decreass.

For comparison, let us see how many stamps appeared, in average, in certain
countries during the three years of 1948—1950. We will learn that Israel is not amongst
the countries issuing toc great numbers of new stamps. The yearly number of mew-
prints reaches in Soviet Russia an average of 115 stamps, in Bulgaria — 39, in Italy --
z0, in Turkey — 23, in Spain — 15, in Canada, Denmark, and lceland — ¢ each, in
Egypt — 6. and in Great Britain — 4,

We need not go to the extreme as Bulgaria, or Italy, nor te Egypt and Great
Britain. Denmark, Canada, and Iceland can serve as an ideal example fo us. In
any case, we ought not to issue more than 12 stamps a year. No doubt, that, as a
result, larger amounts will stream to our Treasury than up to now, since the decreased
issue of new stamps will lead to an increase of philatelics keen on Israeli stamps.

of the Vatikan, the Jews of all countries are collecting stamps of Israel. In spite of
the fact that considerable amounts of money are now streaming fe the Israeli Treasury,
even in foreign currency, from the sala of cur new stamps, the demand of these stamps
will finally decrease. This will, of course, result in a sericus loss to the Treasury of
our Stats.

Though these accusations are nol unjustified, we are now convinced that they
arc exaggersted. Upon discussions with philatelic circles we arrived to the conclusion
that, compared with many other Statas, the State of Israel does not overdo the issue
of stamps. In any case, it 15 desizable o restrict by somewhat the annual quantity of
new stamps

During the four years of the existence of our State (or, to be exact, for 46 months;,
the Israel Post has issued 74 stamps, which means an average of some twenty stamps
per annum. In the year of 1948 (in only 8 months) 19 stamps were printed. A small
decrease occurred in 1949, the Stata of Israel issuing 18 new designs. While 21 stamps
