Price
fixing is artificial and creates a situation in which
some dealers, by trying to circumvent it. resort
to all sorts of subterfuge. In the end the Treasury
suffers, because dollars will not flow through
the official channels.

I do not think there is anyone whao comes
to this country and is not impressed by the

tremendous agricultural and forestorial develop-

ment.

DESIGN OF ISRAEL STAMPS

MR. LINDQUIST ON SIR JOHN WILSON

I am only a modest disciple of Sir John's.

It was the greatest achievement of your or-
ganisation to secure Sir John Wilson as Chairman
of the jury.
