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MESSAGE BY H.E. MR. YISRAEL YESHAYAHU

Minister of Posts

This piece of colored paper, in its different shapes and
forms, mirrors the history of man and the roots of his
culture.

There was a time when it was said that the yardstick
of a man’s culture was the amount of soap he used.
But one could add without exaggeration that the yard-
stick of his progress and development in modern times
is the amount of communication facilities he requires.

Thousands of years before the first stamp appeared
in England in 1840, men sought methods of obtaining
knowledge from over the oceans and faraway places.
After the Flood, Noah sent forth a dove to bring him

information. And when the dove returned, “Lo, in her mouth was an olive leaf
plucked off” (a kind of stamp), and this dove brought him hope for life and
existence.

As the time passed, communications developed with the help of ,.pigeon car-
riers.” And the days of Koresh and Ahasuerus saw the advent of “The King’s
Runners”, who ran swiftly (express) to every state on earth carrying “‘written
decrees.”

Today, postal communications have become a vital public service, without
which no man can live. State affairs, commerce and production, family ties, social
and cultural affairs — are all served by the Post, which brings every item of mail,
over land, sea and air, to almost every place under the sun — with a stamp
affixed to it.

Thus the stamp has become a sort of international currency, more so than any
other coin in existence.

Moreover, stamp production has developed to the stage where it is a task
demanding much thought, a task of singular educational, artistic and cultural
value. No wonder that the collecting of stamps has become one of the most
fascinating hobbies of all, to such an extent that a man can look into his collec-
tion and find in it an entire world. -




Even before the State of Israel was founded, the movement of Jewish revival
longed for its own postage stamps. The task of achieving this aim was given to
the Jewish National Fund, which issued stamps aimed at nurturing love of Home-
land and people. After the state was established in 1948, one of the first of its
acts was to issue a series of provisional stamps which carried the inscription
“Doar Ivri"” (Hebrew Post). Its subjects — selected with taste and a feeling for
history by the artist Otte Wallish and the first Minister of Posts, the late David
Remez — were Hebrew coins from the period of the Jewish people’s War of In-
dependence 1800 years ago. In the twenty years of Israel independence some 440
stamps have been issued. Because of their attractiveness and their special content,
which is the Holy Land and the Jewish People, they have gained a fine reputation
throughout the world. The number of collectors of Israel stamps, Jewish and non-
Jewish, in Israel and abroad, is growing and totals hundreds of thousands.

This stamp exhibition being held as part of the celebrations of Israel’s 20th
anniversary, is a fine demonstration and a worthy summing-up of the first twenty
years of Israel philately. The exhibition is being held in United Jerusalem, the
capital of Israel; the festival stamps (Moadim Lesimcha) and the “Tabirah”
stamp crown these 20 years by expressing through their form and beauty the city
of Jerusalem as it is seen in reality, and, even more, as we see it in our vision of
the future as it is written :

. ..the city of God, beautiful in elevation, is the joy of the world ...”

1. Place, Dates, Organisers and Patronage

“TABIRA”, the 6th National Stamp Exhibition in Isracl will be held in
Binyanei Ha’ooma, Jerusalem from October 8th till October 17th 1968.

The Minister of Posts, Mr. YISRAEL YESHAYAHU will be the patron of the
Exhibition, which is organised by the “JERUSALEM PHILATELIC SOCIETY”
under the auspices of the “UNION OF ISRAEL PHILATELIC SOCIETIES”
and the “WORLD CONGRESS OF ISRAEL, HOLY LAND and JUDAICA
PHILATELIC SOCIETIES” in cooperation with the PHILATELIC SERVICES
DEPARTMENT of the MINISTRY OF POSTS.

“TABIRA” is a National Philatelic Exhibition with International participation
refering to Israel, Holy Land and Judaica Philately.

The Exhibition is open for the public daily from 10.00 till 22.00, Fridays and
eve of Tabernacle (October 13th) from 9.00 till 15.00, Saturday and Tabernacle
from 19.00 till 23.00.

2. Exhibitors and Exhibits

Philatelic collections and accessories may be exhibited in competition. Collectors
and dealers wishing to participate must be members of an Israel Philatelic
Society as far as exhibits from Israeli exhibitors are concerned.

Exhibitors from abroad should be members of one of the Israel, Holy Land or
Judaica Philatelic Societies in other countries. Collective exhibits of Philatelic
Societies will also be accepted.

The Executive Committee of the Exhibition reserves the right to reject an
exhibit, to put on public view only parts of an exhibit and to transfer exhibits,
incorrectly entered, into their correct class and group. Exhibits must be delivered
to the Executive Committee of “Tabira” not later, than three days prior to the
opening of the exhibition and should be accompanied by a statement of their
contents in triplicate. It is advisable for exhibitors from abroad to despatch
another copy of this statement under separate cover by airmail. Exhibits not
delivered personally should be addressed to “Tabira” Executive Committee,
P.O.B. 6136, Jerusalem, Israel.

3. Fees and Insurance

Entry Fees are IL. 10.50, i.e. $3 per frame. The size of each frame will be
I'm X 1m, ie. twelve album sheets of approximately 20 X 32 cm. each.

The Executive Committee undertakes the arrangement of all import and re-
export formalities of exhibits from abroad. Exhibitors are advised to make their
own arrangements to insure their exhibits while en route.

The souvenir sheet shows the whole gate with the
stamp on the right side of the sheet. )

The postmarks used at the exhibition are shown on page 19 of this catalogue.

The stamp will be sold at the special Exhibition Post Office at Binyanei
Ha’ooma, at Post Offices throughout the country and at the Philatelic Services
during the time of the Exhibition only. The sheet will be sold at the exhibition
post office only.

A Dealers Bourse will be held in the National Convention Hall during the time
of the exhibition. Dealers should apply at an early date for a booth in the ex-
hibition rooms.

No trade will be allowed in any other room of the exhibition, except in the
dealers booth, nor will any trading be allowed in the exhibition rooms by persons
not officially admitted to the bourse.
