Together with many others, they founded a
pioneering academic institution dedicated to
cultivating leadership in research, science, public
life and society - for the benefit of the State of Israel
and all humanity.

To this day, the University remains a
source of knowledge and innovation, producing
groundbreaking research across diverse fields
while nurturing generations of leaders, scholars and
thinkers.
