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over the world.
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The stamp issued in honour of the “TAVIV™ Exhibition depicts a postal courier on
horseback, taken from a copper engraving printed in Prague in 1741.

A reproduction of this engraving is given in this folder and it shows the solemn
procession organized in that same year by the *“Primator’”, the Head of the

Prague Jewish Community, in honour of the birth of the Archduke Prince Joseph,
son of Maria Theresia, Empress of Austria,

The picture shows the Jewish notables of Prague and the Jewish guilds with their

insignia, accompanied by musicians and troops. At their head rides the Jewish
Postal Courier, blowing his horn and leading the proud procession to the gates
of the city.

Little did he imagine that 220 years later he an'd his mount would herald the
National Stamp Exhibition “TAVIV"”, by land, sea "and air, to all corners of the

world, having been chosen the subject of the “TAVIV"” Exhibition Stamp.
