The Smithsonian National

Postal Museum

The Smithsonian National Postal
Museum (NPM) in Washington D.C.
has over six million valuable objects,
consisting of prestigious U.S. and
international postal issues and
specialized collections, archival postal
documents, and three dimensional
objects tracing the evolution of the
postal services. The NPM is adding the
William H. Gross Stamp Gallery this
fall - an additional 9,000 square feet

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of exhibit space which can be accessed
from Massachusetts Avenue.

The new gallery will provide a
dynamic visitor experience and position
the museum as the national and
international center of philately. It will
feature a welcome center, an education
center, and philatelic galleries. Providing
something for everyone, casual
visitors to experienced collectors, will
experience the ways stamps and mail




have had an impact on every American's
life.

A wall of stained-glass windows
(Fig. 1), featuring reproductions of
54 historic U.S. stamps, provides
a backdrop to the gallery and will
be illuminated until midnight so
those strolling down Massachusetts
Avenue can also enjoy how stamps
are intertwined with the history of
America.

As visitors move through six
thematic areas, exhibits and
interactive displays will tell amazing
stories. There are hundreds of pullout
frames containing more than 20,000
objects providing opportunities to view
noteworthy U.S. and foreign stamps
never before been displayed to the
public.

One of the new permanent galleries
is the Gems of American Philately,
presenting thirteen of the most
historically significant stamps and
covers on permanent display.

* Eight of the objects on view - the
1765 Stamp Act tax stamp, three
Hawaiian Missionary singles and a
cover, and the original models for
the stamps of 1847 - are jewels
from the National Postal Museum's
own collection.

*  William H. Gross loaned an Inverted
Jenny block of four, the earliest
use of the 18647 issue, and one of
the only two known Pony Express
"interrupted mail" cover from
1660. (Fig. 2)

* George Kramer donated his July
4, 1776 cover addressed to John
Hancock at Philadelphia.

* The U.S. Postal Service loaned
their cover postmarked on the
Moon during the 1971 Apolio 15
mission.

The NPM was delighted to acquire
the fabled Confederate "lost stamp
printing plate" from the Franklin
Institute in Philadelphia April
2011. It is most fitting as it will be
displayed during the first year of the
Sesquicentennial of the Civil War.
(Fig. 3) The original engraved die, from
which the 50 printing plates, were
made was retained by De La Rue and
resides in the British Library in London.

In the Mail Marks History gallery,
visitors will learn how stamps and
the markings on mail can reveal how
it was transported, its route, how
long it took, and what obstacles it
encountered along the way?

and Daniel Piazza have divided this
enormous topic into several smaller,
thematic areas.

"On Land & Sea" traces the
development of overland and ship
mail from the 13th to the 20th
centuries, including one of the
oldest paper letters in the National
Postal Museum's collection which
traveled via the Silk Road in 1390.

"By Air & Space” tells the
intertwined stories of aviation and
the mail from the earliest balloon
flights through modern space
exploration. Two unique items are

shown: the cover carried in John
Wise's balloon Jupiter flight on
August 17, 1859, and the only
piece of mail carried by NC-4, the
first airplane to fly across the
Atlantic Ocean, in 1919.

"In Times of Trouble" explores how
the mail must go through - even
during wars, natural disasters,
epidemics, and other types of
adversity. One large display case
is devoted entirely to postal
operations in and around the
World Trade Center at the time of
the 2001 terrorist attacks. This
will be Washington, D.Cs second

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permanent exhibit dealing with the
events of September 11, and one of
Jjust a handful in the nation.

While the William H. Gross Stamp
Gallery is the main focus of our energies
this year, exhibition planning is a multi-
year process.

Next year we will open a new
exhibit to feature the work of postal
inspectors and their efforts to raise
consumer awareness of a range of
crimes and scams. The exhibit and
accompanying public programs will offer
tips to help you avoid becoming a victim
of scam artists, identity thieves, or
mail fraud. Visitors will see artifacts
from a number of postal crimes from
stories both familiar and new, including
the actions of Ted Kaczynski, the late
twentieth-century Unabomber, and
the New Jersey mailbox of the 2001
anthrax mail terrorist Bruce lvins,
used to mail his letters, as well as one
of the actual letters.

Key activities at the NPM in 2012
included:

* The American Philatelic Research
Library, the Royal Philatelic Society
London, and the Smithsonian
National Postal Museum and
Smithsonian Libraries officially
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launched the Global Philatelic Library
onJune 1,2012. Currently there are
nineteen contributing libraries from
six countries, with more expected
to come soon. In a single database,
hosted by the Royal Philatelic
Society London, you can now search
the holdings of all of these libraries.

* The NPM hosted the First
International Symposium on
Analytical Philately in November
2012. The first two days
attendees from six countries
heard presentations, and on the
third day experienced hands-on
demonstrations of specialized non-
destructive forensic equipment.

The staff at the NPM welcomes your
calls, and invites you to visit us to
use our forensic laboratory and spend
time exploring the museum (www.
postalmuseum.si.edu). And remember
to save September 22,2013 to come
to the opening of the William H. Gross
Gallery.

Mail to Foreign Destinations

It is not the intention of this article
to discuss the postal communication
between the new Jewish State and
the outside world during the Transition
Period from the aspect of the Foreign
Postal Links. The purpose here is to
check the adherence to the regulations
and postal rates of mail posted during
the Transition Period as were stated
in the advertised circulars of the post
offices.

The first circular of Minhelet
Ha'am refers to the termination of
the Mandate Postal Services and the
continuation of the Postal Services by
the Minhelet Ha'am authorities. Most
of the information in that circular
dealt with local mail; but in Paragraph
13, there are instructions regarding
mail to foreign destinations.

“Letters to foreign countries carrying
stamps of the present postal authority
(Mandate) are not to be cancelled by the
provisional postmark. Such letters are
to be sent uncancelled to the head post
offices of Tel Aviv or Haifa”,

In the appendix to the first circular
is written:

1 For more information: The Postal
History of the Transition Period 1948
= Vol lll - "Israel Foreign Postal Links"
Shamir & Siegel - 1991,

"Mail dispatched from all post
offices, except for Jerusalem, Tel
Aviv and Haifa, during the period
from 1-15 May 1948, should be
franked as follows:

Inland mail - Hebrew stamps at
present rates.

Foreign mail - stamps of the
present Department of Posts.!
(Mandate)

"The inland mail is to be cancelled
by the provisional hand stamp and
dispatched to its destination as
per present usage.

Foreigh mail should be dispatched
uncancelled to the H.PO. Tel Aviv."

The Minhelet Ha'am stamps and
obliterators were forinternal provisional
use and were not compatible with the
regulations of the U.P.U, since they
were undated and the name of country
was mentioned in Hebrew only. In spite
of the simplicity of the instructions,
very few letters are known to have been
dispatched in accordance with these
regulations. These were brought from
the small cities and settlements to
Tel Aviv or Haifa Head Post Office for
dispatch abroad, after being franked
with Mandate stamps and cancelled
by Mandatory obliterators during the
Transition Period May 2-14, 19486
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(Figs. 1, 2). More letters are known
to have been sent abroad against
the regulations, than were sent in
accordance with them. Letters exist
franked with Minhelet Ha'am stamps,

and cancelled by Minhelet Ha'am
postmarks (Fig. 4), or letters franked
with Mandate stamps and cancelled
with Minhelet Ha'am postmarks
(Fig. 3), as well as letters bearing

mixed franking of Minhelet Ha'am and
Mandate stamps.

The letter in Fig. 1 was sent from
Rishon Le Zion to California, franked
70 mils (instead of 65 mils) Mandate
stamps, to pay the airmail letter rate
to U.S.A. The letter was forwarded to
the Tel Aviv Head Post Office where
it was cancelled by the Tel Aviv last-
day Mandate single-circle postmark,
May 14, 1948. As no air connection
was available, the letter left Haifa as
surface mail on board the "S.5. Marine
Carp" which left Haifa on May 20,

1948. It arrived in San Mateo on July
24, 1948 as seen by the handwritten
notation on back.

A few letters exist, which clearly
show that the regulations for mail to
foreign destinations that was sent
from besieged cities were the same
as from the rest of the country. Two
such letters were sent from besieged
Jerusalem. One reached Tel Aviv by
courier and the other was brought by
the First Convoy on June 18 and from
there were sent to their destinations
abroad, Fig. 5-6.
