COMMEMORATIVE SHEET PRINTED AT
TABIL

A commemorative sheet containing two post-
cards valued at 120 Pruta (for European mail)
and 220 Pruta (for mail to U.SiA. and Canada)
has been printed on the same printing press
which had printed the “Doar Ivri” stamps ten

2ars ago.

The sheet measures 181x240 mm and is of a
yellowish colour. The above mentioned two post
cards have been designed by Mr. P. Kor and
are of a dark grey colour.

On the top of the sheet appears the sign of
TABIL and the inscription ! TABIL 1957
International Stamp Exhibition Tel Aviv. The
sheet contains also two drawings. The drawing
on the top postcard depicts the old printing
press used in 1948 and the bottom posteard
depicts the modern  Shambon printing press,
which is now in use for printing Israel Stamps
at the Governement Printer.

The Sheets were printed on the exhibition
grounds in the presence of visitors and sold

only during the exhibition, from 17-28 September
of this year.

On the Day of issue, the sheet was stamped

with the commemorative cancellation of the
Post  Office established on the exhibition
grounds.

An International achievement

TABIL EXHIBITION—AN INTERNATIONAL
ACHIEVEMENT

The Tabil exhibition which was officially
opened on Thursday 17th September in Lessin
and Hamlin House and lasted for six days was
enthusiasticly acclaimed by the public.

The opening ceremony was very impressive
and among the guests there were representatives
of the diplomatic corps, prominent public figu-
res, stamp designers, senior post office officials,
philatelists from Israel and abroad. Dr. Ophir,
Chairman of the Federation of Israel Philatelic
Societies, was the first speaker., Mr. Haim
Levanon, Mayor of Tel Aviv, extended greetings
on behal of the city. Dr. J. Burg, Minister of
Posts, officially opened the exhibition and was
applaused by everyone present. Immediatly
after, the public commenced to view the exhi-
bition. In the entrance hall was a show case
containing all the prizes and medals which
were later awarded to outsdanding collectors.
Prominent among the prizes was a silver bound
bible presented by the President of Israel Mr.
Y Ben Zwi. There were also silver medals and
valuable objects of art presented by philatelic
associations and public institutions, in the form
of goblets, trays, pitchets, ete.

ISRAEL AND THE NEAR EAST
IN THE EXHIBITION

The rare collections concentrated in the
departments were exhibited in identical frames.
On the right corner of the frames appeared the
catalogue number indicating the name of the
collector and description of the collection. The
first collections in this Department were from
Israel. Noteworthy among them are! the postal
historic collection (1701-1948) of Mr. Guggen-
heim, the Swiss millionaire; a collection of
Mandatory stamps which belonged to the late
Mr. Ehrlich and was exhibited by his widow;
postal history of Palestine of the architect Mr.
Hochman of Jerusalem; “the Post Office in the
Middle East” — exhibited by Mr. L. Divo ;

Egyptian  inter-office  cancellations of Mr.
Ernest Kahar — one of the “Herald Tribune”
editors; Israel — a detailed collection of Mr.

Harry Unger from the U.S.A.; part of a
complete collection of Israel stamps, exhibited
by Mr. Sam Legator from South Africa, etc.

AN OUTSTANDING COLLECTION OF
TURKEY

The Israel and Middle East collections were
not the only interesting ones. Classic and
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valuable stamps of European countries were
displayed by well-known collectors, and we shall
enumerate here a few of them, — not according
to the degree of their importance (for this had
been done by the Jury) : Mr. Bolaffi from
Turino exhibited a classical Italian collection.
Mr. Jan Shikorsky exhibited an interesting
collection of Polish stamps (some of them very
rare indeed); from the outstanding collection
of Mr. Silberberg, the first issues of the Benelux
states were exhibited; Mr. Morduck displayed
classie Finnish stamps. On display were also
interesting collections from Spain, Portugal,
Yugoslavia, Austria, Hungary and a superb
collection of Turkish, — stamps of Mr. Brandt,
which won the first prize of “TABIL”.

*GHETTO LODZ” DID NOT WIN

The exhibition organisers had not deprived
the thematic collectors, and in this section,
many, interesting collections could be found,
such as ! “Jews on stamps”, “the Bible on
stamps”, “music on stamps”, “composers’
biographies” and “horses on stamps”. The
collectors who take interest in the subject of
“Judaica”, will no doubt find Prof. Roman
Viniorsky's collection on the subject “Ghetto
Lodz” very interesting. It is interesting to note
that while this collection won several medals
and international prizes, in Israel its quality
was not fully appreciated.

NEWSPAPERS, BOOKS, CATALOGUES

In the official post offices displays, parti-
cipated by 33 countries (as against 21 countries
participating in the Helsinki exhibition held
last year), interesting collections of certain
countries could be seen while other countries
had not deemed it important enough to invest
in their collections, some efforts, so that they
looked rather pale compared to others. Burma
and Ghana, who are friendly to Israel, endeavo-
red to give a good account of themselves, despite
their limited resources.

In conclusion, we wish to mention the hall
that contained the philatelic literature, which
was in fact the first and nearest to the entrance
to the Exhibition. This hall contained tens —
may be hundreds of varieties of philatelic news-
papers from all corners of the globe. There were
also books and catalogues, but while there were
catalogues in the German langnage (Michel
and Zumstein), the well-known catalogues in
the English language were, for some reason,
missing.
