Each country held a national competition to
select several of the children's designs, which
were issued as stamps.
The lsrael Postal Authority joined in the project,
carrying out the competition with the close
cooperation of the Ministry of Education.
The central supervision of arts and theater
instruction in the Ministry of Education
announced the competition at elementary
schools nation-wide. 175 children's designs
from 65 schools reached the final stage. The
judging committee for new stamps was
presented with some 40 designs, of which four
were selected.

of global philatelic exhibitions in France, China
and London. The pinnacle of the project will be
the World Stamp Exhibition scheduled for August
