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THE STAMPS

The exchange ol Greetings of the Season on the occasion of the New
Year and the Festival Menth of Tishri is a custom long prevalent
among the Jewish People. Fostering this tradition, the Ministry of
Posts in Israel annually issues a special set ol holyday stamps. Those
izzued in 1958 and 1959 depict the '"Seven Species’’ mentioned in the
Bible: 'For the LORD thy God bringeth thee into a good land, a land
of brooks ol water, of fountains and depths that spring out of valleys
and hills; a land of wheat, end barley, and vines, and fig trees, and
pomegranates: a land of cil olive, and honey..."” (Deut. 8 7-8). In
ancient times Israel was an agricultural country. King Solomon sent
ol its produce to the King of Tyre in exchange for timber used to build
the Temple in Jerusalem. The Prophet Ezekiel speaks of the sale of
wheat, honey and oil to the merchants of Phoenicia (ibid. 27:17).

Today, in modern times, the ''Seven Species’” —-and many more —
are again growing in the Land of lsrael.

The demand of an elficient modern economy here have led to the
large-seale cultivation of citrus and other fruits in lsrael. In addition
the area under wheat and barley has doubled in the ten years since
1948. Neglected for years, date palms and olive groves are again
yielding fine crops, though date honey has made way lor Israel's
increasingly famous orange-blossem honey. Isrcel wines and grapes
are again, as in ancient times, in demand in all corners of the civilised
world.
