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The 25th Olympic Games, Barcelona 1992

A t the opening ceremony, which will be held on 25th July1992
at the Olympic Stadium in Barcelona, Spain, Israeli athletes
will march along-side sports’ representatives of 167 countries. This
will be the 25th event of its kind since the first Olympic Games in
1896 in Athens. The Olympic Games aim to create peace and
unity amongst sportsmen and their countries from around the
world, but the Olympics are also a reminder of the "Bloody
Olympics" of Munich 1972 when 11 of the best Israeli athletes were
massacred by Arab terrorists.
