Description of the Stamps:

NIS 1.00

The stamp shows parf of a mosaic pavement
from the Gaza Synagogue, 6éth cenfury CE,
depicting King David playing the harp. (By
courtesy of the Israel Antiguities Authority).

On the tab is a picture of the stamped sealing
(bulla) of the biblical scribe, Gemariah son of
Shafan, found in the City of David excavations,
dated end of the First Temple period. (By
courtesy of the Israel Antiquities Authority).

In the background of the fab a fragment of the
Judean Desert Temple Scroll is shown, dated
late Second temple period. (By courtesy of the
Shrine—of —theBook,—the —fsrael Museum,
Jerusalem.)

The stamp shows an illustration of Jerusalem
taken from a map of Ereiz Israel drawn by
Rabbi Pinie of Safed in the 19th century. On the
tab is a picture of part of a 19th ceniury seal
made of cast brass from Fez, Morocco. The
background of the tab consists of the
photograph of the Western Wall, Jerusalem,
taken by J.B. Bonfils in the 19th cenfury.
